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(NASB translated harlotries, harlotry, lust)


WORD STUDY

TWNZT || Taznuwth ||  (Strong 8457 - based on root word #2181))

The Old Testament Hebrew Lexicon provides this information on the Hebrew word TWNZT, transliterated as TAZNUWTH, Strong #8457.  It is a noun (feminine).  

Definition:  fornication, harlotry

Translated words KJV (20):

fornication (2); whoredom (18)

Translated words NASB (19):

harlotries (14); harlotry (4); lust (1)

It appears only in the book of Ezekiel.  Curiously it occurs in19 verses in the King James Version but only in 18 verses in the NASB.  I will list all verses from NASB but will start with the extra verse per KJV Interlinear:

Extra KJV is Ezekiel 23:43:

Then said (8799) I unto her that was old in adulteries, Will they now commit (8799) whoredoms with her, and she with them?

NASB lists it this way:

"Then I said concerning her who was worn out by adulteries, 'Will they now commit adultery with her when she is thus?'

KJV has "whoredoms" based on Strong #8457

NASB has "adultery" based on Strong #2181

What is interesting is that the Interlinear KJV shows "commit whoredoms" as two Strong Numbers as follows:

  2181        8457
commit whoredoms
And the NASB shows "commit adulteries" as the same Strong Number twice, in sequence:

  2181       2181
commit adulteries
These are the 18 verses that use the Hebrew word TWNZT:

Eze 16:15 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"But you trusted in your beauty and played the harlot because of your fame, and you poured out your harlotries on every passer-by who might be willing. 

Eze 16:20 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"Moreover, you took your sons and daughters whom you had borne to Me and sacrificed them to idols to be devoured. Were your harlotries so small a matter? 

Eze 16:22 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"Besides all your abominations and harlotries you did not remember the days of your youth, when you were naked and bare and squirming in your blood. 

Eze 16:25 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"You built yourself a high place at the top of every street and made your beauty abominable, and you spread your legs to every passer-by to multiply your harlotry. 

Eze 16:26 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"You also played the harlot with the Egyptians, your lustful neighbors, and multiplied your harlotry to make Me angry. 

Eze 16:29 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"You also multiplied your harlotry with the land of merchants, Chaldea, yet even with this you were not satisfied .""' 

Eze 16:33 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"Men give gifts to all harlots, but you give your gifts to all your lovers to bribe them to come to you from every direction for your harlotries. 

Eze 16:34 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"Thus you are different from those women in your harlotries, in that no one plays the harlot as you do, because you give money and no money is given you; thus you are different ." 

Eze 16:36 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

Thus says the Lord GOD, "Because your lewdness was poured out and your nakedness uncovered through your harlotries with your lovers and with all your detestable idols, and because of the blood of your sons which you gave to idols, 

Eze 23:7 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"She bestowed her harlotries on them, all of whom were the choicest men of Assyria; and with all whom she lusted after, with all their idols she defiled herself. 

Eze 23:8 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"She did not forsake her harlotries from the time in Egypt; for in her youth men had lain with her, and they handled her virgin bosom and poured out their lust on her. 

Eze 23:11 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"Now her sister Oholibah saw this, yet she was more corrupt in her lust than she, and her harlotries were more than the harlotries of her sister. 

Eze 23:14 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"So she increased her harlotries. And she saw men portrayed on the wall, images of the Chaldeans portrayed with vermilion, 

Eze 23:17 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"The Babylonians came to her to the bed of love and defiled her with their harlotry. And when she had been defiled by them, she became disgusted with them. 

Eze 23:18 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"She uncovered her harlotries and uncovered her nakedness; then I became disgusted with her, asI had become disgusted with her sister. 

Eze 23:19 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"Yet she multiplied her harlotries, remembering the days of her youth, when she played the harlot in the land of Egypt. 

Eze 23:29 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

'They will deal with you in hatred, take all your property, and leave you naked and bare. And the nakedness of your harlotries will be uncovered, both your lewdness and your harlotries. 

Eze 23:35 - [In Context|Read Chapter|Original Hebrew] 

"Therefore, thus says the Lord GOD, 'Because you have forgotten Me and cast Me behind your back, bear now the punishment of your lewdness and your harlotries .'"

FORN'ICATE,

FORN'ICATED, a.  [L. fornicatus, from fornix, an arch.]  Arched; vaulted like an oven or furnace.

FORN'ICATE, v.i.  [L. fornicor, from fornix, a brothel.]

To commit lewdness, as an unmarried man or woman, or as a married man with an unmarried woman.

If a brahman fornicate with a Nayr woman, he shall not thereby lose his cast.

FORNICA'TION, n.  [L. fornicatio.]

1.  The incontinence or lewdness of unmarried persons, male or female; also, the criminal conversation of a married man with an unmarried woman.

2.  Adultery.  Matt. 5.

3.  Incest.  1Cor. 5.

4. Idolatry; a forsaking of the true God, and worshipping of idols.  2Chron. 21.  Rev. 19.

FORN'ICATOR, n.

1.  An unmarried person, male or female, who has criminal conversation with the other sex; also, a married man who has sexual commerce with an unmarried woman.  [See Adultery.]

2.  A lewd person.

3.  An idolater.

H`ARLOT, n.

1.  A woman who prostitutes her body for hire; a prostitute; a common woman.

2.  In Scripture, one who forsakes the true God and worships idols. Is.1.

3.  A servant; a rogue; a cheat.

H`ARLOT, a.  Wanton; lewd; low; base.

H`ARLOT, v.i.  To practice lewdness.

H`ARLOTRY, n.  The trade or practice of prostitution; habitual or customary lewdness.

LUST, n.

1.  Longing desire; eagerness to possess or enjoy; as the lust of gain.

My lust shall be satisfied upon them.  Ex. 15.

2.  Concupiscence; carnal appetite; unlawful desire of carnal pleasure.  Romans 1.  2Peter 2.

3.  Evil propensity; depraved affections and desires.  James 1.  Ps. 81.

4.  Vigor; active power.  [Not used.]

LUST, v.i.

1.  To desire eagerly; to long; with after.

Thou mayest kill and eat flesh in all thy gates, whatsoever thy soul lusteth after.  Deut. 12.

2.  To have carnal desire; to desire eagerly the gratification of carnal appetite.

Lust not after her beauty in thy heart.  Prov. 6.

Whosoever looketh on a woman to lust after her,hath committed adultery with her already in his heart.  Matt. 5.

3.  To have irregular or inordinate desires.

The spirit that dwelleth in us lusteth to envy.  James 4.

Lust not after evil things as they also lusted.  1Cor. 10.

4.  To list; to like.

LUST'FUL, a.

1.  Having lust, or eager desire of carnal gratification; libidinous; as an intemperate and lustful man.

2.  Provoking to sensuality; inciting to lust or exciting carnal desire.

Thence his lustful orgies he enlarged.

3.  Vigorous; robust; stout.

LUST'FULLY, ad.  With concupiscence or carnal desire.

LUST'FULNESS, n.  The state of having carnal desires; libidinousness.

LUST'IHOOD, n.  [lusty and hood.]  Vigor of body.  Obs.

LUST'ILY, adv.  With vigor of body; stoutly; with vigorous exertion.

I determine to fight lustily for him.

LUST'INESS, n.  Vigor of body; stoutness; strength; robustness; sturdiness.

Cappadocian slaves were famous for their lustiness.

LUST'ING, ppr.  Having eager desire; having carnal appetite.

LUST'ING, n.  Eager desire; inordinate desire; desire of carnal gratification.

WHORE, n. Hore. [G. The correct orthography is hore.] A harlot; a courtesan; a concubine; a prostitute.

WHORE, v.i. [supra.] To have unlawful sexual commerce; to practice lewdness.

WHORE, v.t. To corrupt by lewd intercourse. [Little used.]

WHOREDOM, n. Horedom.

1. Lewdness; fornication; practice of unlawful commerce with the other sex. It is applied to either sex, and to any kind of illicit commerce.

2. In Scripture, idolatry; the desertion of the worship of the true God, for the worship of idols.

WHOREMASTER, n. [supra.] One who practices lewdness.

WHOREMONGER, n. The same as whoremaster.

WHORESON, n. A bastard; a word used generally in contempt.

WHORISH, a. Lewd; unchaste; addicted to unlawful sexual pleasures; incontinent.

WHORISHLY, adv. In a lewd manner.

WHORISHNESS, n. The practice of lewdness; the character of a lewd woman.
