List the things that God predicts the king would do.

1 Samuel 8

· 11 He will take your sons and make them serve with his chariots and horses, and they will run in front of his chariots

· 12 He will assign some to be commanders of thousands and commanders of fifties

· He will assign others to plow his ground and reap his harvest

· He will assign others to make weapons of war and equipment for his chariots

· 13 He will take your daughters to be perfumers and cooks and bakers

· 14 He will take the best of your fields and vineyards and olive groves and give them to his attendants

· 15 He will take a tenth of your grain and of your vintage and give it to his officials and attendants

· 16 Your menservants and maidservants and the best of your [cattle] [young men] and donkeys he will take for his own use

· 17 He will take a tenth of your flocks, and you yourselves will become his slaves

References to Saul or David as they fulfilled these promises:

1Sam 11:7 >>> 1Sam 8:16

He took a pair of oxen, cut them into pieces, and sent the pieces by messengers throughout Israel, proclaiming, "This is what will be done to the oxen of anyone who does not follow Saul and Samuel." Then the terror of the LORD fell on the people, and they turned out as one man. 

1Sam 13:2 >>> 1Sam 8:16

2 Saul chose three thousand men from Israel; two thousand were with him at Micmash and in the hill country of Bethel, and a thousand were with Jonathan at Gibeah in Benjamin. The rest of the men he sent back to their homes. 

1Sam 14:52 >>> 1Sam 8:11

All the days of Saul there was bitter war with the Philistines, and whenever Saul saw a mighty or brave man, he took him into his service. 

1Sam 15:4 >>> 1Sam 8:11

So Saul summoned the men and mustered them at Telaim-two hundred thousand foot soldiers and ten thousand men from Judah. 

1Sam 18:13 >>> 1Sam 8:12

So he sent David away from him and gave him command over a thousand men, and David led the troops in their campaigns. 

1Sam 18:30 >>> 1Sam 8:12

David met with more success than the rest of Saul's officers, and his name became well known. 

1Sam 24:2 >>> 1Sam 8:11

So Saul took three thousand chosen men from all Israel and set out to look for David and his men near the Crags of the Wild Goats

1Sam 26:2 >>> 1Sam 8:11

So Saul went down to the Desert of Ziph, with his three thousand chosen men of Israel, to search there for David

2Sam 6:1 >>> 1Sam 8:11

David again brought together out of Israel chosen men, thirty thousand in all. 

2Sam 9:10 >>> 1Sam 8:12 plow & reap

You and your sons and your servants are to farm the land for him and bring in the crops, so that your master's grandson may be provided for. 

2Sam 10:17 >>> 1Sam 8:11

When David was told of this, he gathered all Israel, crossed the Jordan and went to Helam. 

2Sam 15:1 >>> 1Sam 8:11

In the course of time, Absalom provided himself with a chariot and horses and with fifty men to run ahead of him. 

2Chron 2:17-18 >>> 1Sam 8:12,17

Solomon took a census of all the aliens who were in Israel, after the census his father David had taken; and they were found to be 153,600. He assigned 70,000 of them to be carriers and 80,000 to be stonecutters in the hills, with 3,600 foremen over them to keep the people working. 

1Kings 21:5-16 >>> 1Sam 8:14

5 His wife Jezebel came in and asked him, "Why are you so sullen? Why won't you eat?" 6 He answered her, "Because I said to Naboth the Jezreelite, 'Sell me your vineyard; or if you prefer, I will give you another vineyard in its place.' But he said, 'I will not give you my vineyard.' "  7 Jezebel his wife said, "Is this how you act as king over Israel? Get up and eat! Cheer up. I'll get you the vineyard of Naboth the Jezreelite."  8 So she wrote letters in Ahab's name, placed his seal on them, and sent them to the elders and nobles who lived in Naboth's city with him. 9 In those letters she wrote:  "Proclaim a day of fasting and seat Naboth in a prominent place among the people. 10 But seat two scoundrels opposite him and have them testify that he has cursed both God and the king. Then take him out and stone him to death."  11 So the elders and nobles who lived in Naboth's city did as Jezebel directed in the letters she had written to them. 12 They proclaimed a fast and seated Naboth in a prominent place among the people. 13 Then two scoundrels came and sat opposite him and brought charges against Naboth before the people, saying, "Naboth has cursed both God and the king." So they took him outside the city and stoned him to death. 14 Then they sent word to Jezebel: "Naboth has been stoned and is dead."  15 As soon as Jezebel heard that Naboth had been stoned to death, she said to Ahab, "Get up and take possession of the vineyard of Naboth the Jezreelite that he refused to sell you. He is no longer alive, but dead." 16 When Ahab heard that Naboth was dead, he got up and went down to take possession of Naboth's vineyard.
1Kings 9:10-11 >>> 1Sam 8:14-16

10 At the end of twenty years, during which Solomon built these two buildings-the temple of the LORD and the royal palace- 11 King Solomon gave twenty towns in Galilee to Hiram king of Tyre, because Hiram had supplied him with all the cedar and pine and gold he wanted
1Kings 12:1-14 >>> 1Sam 8:15,17

1 Rehoboam went to Shechem, for all the Israelites had gone there to make him king. 2 When Jeroboam son of Nebat heard this (he was still in Egypt, where he had fled from King Solomon), he returned from Egypt. 3 So they sent for Jeroboam, and he and the whole assembly of Israel went to Rehoboam and said to him: 4 "Your father put a heavy yoke on us, but now lighten the harsh labor and the heavy yoke he put on us, and we will serve you."  5 Rehoboam answered, "Go away for three days and then come back to me." So the people went away.  6 Then King Rehoboam consulted the elders who had served his father Solomon during his lifetime. "How would you advise me to answer these people?" he asked.  7 They replied, "If today you will be a servant to these people and serve them and give them a favorable answer, they will always be your servants."  8 But Rehoboam rejected the advice the elders gave him and consulted the young men who had grown up with him and were serving him. 9 He asked them, "What is your advice? How should we answer these people who say to me, 'Lighten the yoke your father put on us'?"  10 The young men who had grown up with him replied, "Tell these people who have said to you, 'Your father put a heavy yoke on us, but make our yoke lighter'-tell them, 'My little finger is thicker than my father's waist. 11 My father laid on you a heavy yoke; I will make it even heavier. My father scourged you with whips; I will scourge you with scorpions.' "  12 Three days later Jeroboam and all the people returned to Rehoboam, as the king had said, "Come back to me in three days." 13 The king answered the people harshly. Rejecting the advice given him by the elders, 14 he followed the advice of the young men and said, "My father made your yoke heavy; I will make it even heavier. My father scourged you with whips; I will scourge you with scorpions."
