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Why God Created Us

Why do Catholics pray to the saints? 

 They don’t think that God wants to have a relationship with us.  They want the saints to put in a good word for them.  They don’t understand that they can talk straight to God.  We must understand that God is both infinite and personal.  

Why did God create us in the first place?  Was He bored?  Was He lonely?  Did He want someone in His own image? 

 Three common reasons that many people think that God made us.

1. God did not make us to worship Him.  

One of the highest things we can do is worship Him.  He appreciates it when we worship Him.  If we have kids, we like it when they praise us.  However, this is not the main reason that we have kids.  Additionally, God doesn’t have an inferiority complex.  He doesn’t need us to worship Him.  He knows who He is.  Worship is wonderful but it is not why God made us.  

2. God didn’t make us because He is lonely. 

 It’s simple: God is triune.  God is three persons in one.  The first issue that God faced before the fall was loneliness.  He decided that it wasn’t good for man to be alone.  It seems to God that it was not good for Adam to be alone even though God was there.  God wants us to have relationships with each other.  We need someone to share our failures without fear of rejections and our successes without jealousy.  

~ The only way God could ensure good parents to everyone is to parent everyone Himself.  

~ If God were only one person in the absolute sense of the word, then there would be no one He could love, to communicate with, or to have relationship with.  Then, there would be a fundamental incompleteness in God.  However, the Bible leans us to believe that there has been communication and love with the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit since the beginning.  Have we ever thought that God had a life before us?

(Example: Think of a couple.  They may not necessarily need children but once they have them, it would be hard for them to let them go).
3. God did not make us to serve Him.  

God does not need a bunch of servants.  When we serve God, He is leading us.  He leads us to bless us and to bless others.  What’s incredible is when we start to realize why we were made and what purpose we have.  This usually only happens when we let God lead us.  As we give ourselves to God, we begin to understand more how we are wired.  This is not to say unsaved people cannot find to some degree what they are wired for.  Everything that God will ask us to do, He could do better Himself.  He seems to enjoy delegating lots of stuff.  He is with us, but He gives us a realm in which to do things.  He loves the unique ways in which we do things.  

a. Acts 17:24-25  The God who made the world and everything in it is the Lord of heaven and earth and does not live in temples built by hands.  And he is not served by human hands, as if he needed anything, because he himself gives all men life and breath and everything else.

~ The real reason:  The Bible says “for thy pleasure” (Revelation 4:11 – King James).  To say this is not to say much.  So, we really need to know what God’s pleasure is.  Sometimes when we do something, we have more than one reason for doing something.  But what is the bottom line?  

Acts 20:35   In everything I did, I showed you that by this kind of hard work we must help the weak, remembering the words the Lord Jesus himself said: “It is more blessed to give than to receive.”

~ There is a time in our lives when we will start to enjoy giving more than receiving.  However, we only feel this when we love the person we are giving to.  God has a greater pleasuring in giving than receiving.  There is nothing wrong with receiving.  What is incredible is when we begin to find joy in giving.  What ultimately does it come down to?  God at heart is love.  Love gives.  What could we possibly give to Him?  

Acts 20:34   You yourselves know that these hands of mine have supplied my own needs and the needs of my companions.

~ God’s love for us is not rooted in any need by Him.  It is just love.  It is the way a parent loves a newborn child coming into the world.  God loves us because He sees us as His children.  Babies do nothing to be loved.  They are just loved.  Even when God has to move in judgment, there is probably a longing in His heart that wishes He wouldn’t have to.  The answer is that God wants a family.  He probably wants to extend His fellowship of the trinity.  He wants to give to us.
