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Hebrews 4:12 For the word of God is living and active.  Sharper than any double-edged sword, it penetrate even to dividing soul and spirit, joint and marrow; it judges the thought and attitudes of the heart.

The word of God is alive and powerful and sharper than any two-edged sword.  It means the bible is not static but rather is dynamic.  We know everything in the universe is made out of atoms.  We know that atoms are dynamic.  In everything there is atoms moving around.  What holds those electrons around the neutrons?  A dynamic tension holds them there.  

The bible is quick and powerful.  It is not like any other printed material on this earth.  The bible should not be learned as literature.  The bible is between a state and sequence.  State is our position in Christ and our eternal relationship with God.  Sequence is living and walking in Christ.  State is the word is truth (John 17).  The sequence is the light to our path and light to our feet (psalm 119).  There are two ways to know the scripture.  The light shines wherever our feet are.  It is dynamic.  We aren’t meant to learn the bible in a static state.  We use it wherever we are in our Christian living.  

The bible does talk about state.  I am chosen in Christ.  He who began a good work will continue it.  He is able to keep me from falling.  No man can pluck me out of his hand.  Nothing can separate me from the love of God.  The bible is very clear about the eternalness and security of the word.  We are eternally secure as taught by the bible.  The only problem with this is that we cannot live in a static state.  This is also in the bible.  It is sequence.  Don’t let the sun go down on our anger so the devil can get a foothold.  We are seated by Christ so no demon can get into us because God is with us.  He will protect us.  But the same bible says not to give the devil ground.  People can’t handle the fact the bible says both.  Is the bible schizophrenic?  This is not a static book.  It is dynamic.  It is like no other book.  The word of God is alive.  It is being held together by dynamic tension. The bible teaches both things – eternal security and responsibility.  It teaches both.  We can’t call a coin a head or a tail.  It has both.  The bible has both.  It doesn’t have just one or the other.  

There are people that teach only one or the other.  They think it is either state or sequence.  They think the other one is in error.  But you know what, both things are biblical.  We have the armor of God on but we also have to put it on.  We have both and need both.  

In theological terms, state is Calvinism and sequence is Armenianism.  The bible teaches both.  But if we have more of one than the other we are not truly biblical.  If we are too much on the sequence side, we become legalistic.   We focus on works and striving and may become condemned.  If we are too much on the state side, we become careless and open ourselves to the devil and other problems.  We need the strengths of both so that we don’t fall to either of their weaknesses.  It makes so much sense.  

God is not up there wishing he made things clearer.  He did not bias in one way or the other.  We can read the bible without bias.  We must be able to do this.  Come to the book with humbleness.  If we have this attitude, then we will see. Don’t come to the bible with your mind made up.  Let God use the book however he wants.
