pg28 - "We had already learned in our lives that anything vital for God will be tested by the enemy."

My way of phrasing that ...... if it is important for me to do, there WILL be obstacles in the way.

And the following was what I had read last night that made me realize the need for people to be praying for me while I was on outreach:

pg88 -
I was resting quietly when, without warning, I became conscious of an evil presence in the room. Into my mind flashed a direct and urgent question: "How important are you to God that He should rescue you out of this situation? What have you ever done for Him and for His kingdom to warrant being released?" There was only one possible answer: *I* have not done anything to deserve his favor!

Then came a second question: " Those friends who promised to pray for you - are they keeping their promise? You've agreed many times to pray for people, and you have not always done it. And if they are praying, are they like you so often are - too lazy to be led by the Holy Spirit in prayer?" I could only reply, "I don't know. I don't know whether they are praying. I don't know whether they are in touch with my situation."

I found these questions and the answers that followed exceedingly painful. Then it was that God came to my rescue. Into my mind flashed another precious and powerful truth - one I had known for some years, but now it broke with new revelation on my soul, and I found my confidence and conviction restored. It could be that not one human being was aware of my situation and praying (I was later to learn that the opposite was true - prayer, informed prayer, was ascending from God's servants in many nations on several continents), but one thing I knew: The Lord Jesus Christ, who spent thirty years in obscurity, then three and a half years in dramatic public ministry, had for almost the last two thousand years - to the exclusion of all other ministries - been engaged continuously in intercession.

And I read this on my break today -
