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· Prayer is a lifestyle – a continual process of walking with the Lord. 

· Healing is an integrated whole – it involves the whole of a person’s life, the whole of the community.  Rusty and Anne will get into this integrated approach to healing.

· The key thing in healing is that we value people.

· What’s different about today than the past?

· The OT showed the hope of the Kingdom of God – they were always looking forward to the coming of the Kingdom.  

· In the NT, we see the realization of the Kingdom of God – we see what the Kingdom really is like and how it functions.

· We need to look at how the Church operates in the Kingdom, and also at the Church at war in the Kingdom.

· God’s plan, above everything else, is that people are loved.  There are no time limits in praying for people – each person you pray for needs to know that they have met God (if He shows up) and that he is loved.

Handout called “The Kingdom of God and Healing”

· If His Kingdom is already here, then God has provided a way for us to move into the ways of the Kingdom (seeing healings, etc.).  

· Often, the Greek word for “healing” is the same as that for “salvation” – “sozo”.  There is no greater healing than salvation.  In Luke 17:14, 17, and 19, we see that salvation, healing, and cleansing is a package deal.

· Real healing encompasses all the things listed in Luke 4:18.

· When you pray for healing for someone, ask God, “What do You want to see this person freed from?  What do they need healing from?”  The key is that you want to be doing what God’s doing – they may ask for prayer for something, but that may not be what they need at that particular point or what God is doing in them.

· Jesus came to destroy the works of the devil – what are these works?  1 John 3:8 – lie, maim, steal, kill, destroy.

· Jesus gave the power to the 70 to cast out demons – Jesus saw “Satan fall like lightning from heaven” – this is the victory of Christ over the devil for the Church of all time.  Our rejoicing in this, though, is not in the power we see when devils flee, but in the fact that we’re His kids, that our names are written in the Book of Life.

· Forgiveness of sin is one of the most powerful things that God does in our lives – this is true healing.

· We need to remember every day that we can walk in the forgiveness of God – that He saved us wholly and fully in one moment, and that we are totally free from the continuous lying of the accuser of the brethren, who yells and whispers to us all the things we’ve ever done.

· The question needs to be, “What are You doing right now?”, rather than, “Why didn’t You do that?”

· We are overcomers because of the Blood of the Lamb – Revelation 12:11.

· It’s frightening when you hang around the Living God.  

· Oh, that You would not be the kind of God to me that is predictable, normal!

· We need to learn to wait on God and let Him do the things He wants to do, when He wants to do it!

· We don’t know why God does the things He does (healing one person and not another), but we DO know that if we don’t expect Him to heal, He won’t.

· Methodology doesn’t work – we can use a certain tone of voice, or do a particular thing; we’re dependent on the Spirit of God.

· If you depend on the Spirit of God, you are on the verge of looking crazy, of being a goon every moment – we have to do those things He gives us impressions to do, even if we don’t understand them.  

· We have to live as a learner, not as someone who has “arrived”, because we’ll not arrive till heaven!

· Don’t be so worried about the means but rather the ends that will come about.

· If what you’re doing isn’t firmly rooted in the Scriptures and in the truth that God provides, then you’re in trouble.  However, God has historically (and continues today) to operate in new and unheard-of ways.

The Kingdom of God

· George Elton Ladd’s and James Calis’s teaching on the Kingdom of God provided Wimber with a framework to deal with the dynamics of experiences we have in God.

· The rule of God in a time and place = the Kingdom of God.  This is God’s authority to rule.

· Matthew 13:36-43; Romans 12:2, 1 Cor 2:6, Gal 1:4

· The rule of God came in the presence of Jesus in the first coming, and the rule of God will be consummated in the second coming of Christ.  We live now, between D-day and V-day.

· During D-day and V-day, more casualties were incurred than at any other point in the war; we live in this time period, since the coming, death, and resurrection of Jesus.

· Civilian or no, aware or not, we live as a victim of an unseen force that is attempting to wreak havoc on the kingdom of this world.

· Jesus has given us the authority and power to rule over the power of the enemy, but if we don’t exercise, use, this authority and power, then we’ll not defeat the enemy.  We have an army today that is unarmed for battle.  Today, though, God is activating this army – like a great, sluggish giant, it is being called to warfare.

· Most of us have been preoccupied with a “cosmetic Christianity” – with being good, with focus on our behavior.  This will put us in constant turmoil, because on the best day, we’re still not good enough.

· The issue isn’t being good, it is being God’s.  “Just come and love Me, seek Me with all your heart.”  This doesn’t leave a lot of room for sin.

· The Kingdom cannot be identified with the Church nor with the subjects of the Church (the people of God).  The NT does not equate believers with the Kingdom; the Church witnesses to the Kingdom, it is the instrument of the Kingdom.  The Kingdom of God is the rule of God.

· There is a tug-of-war going on for men – the Kingdom of God on one hand, and the kingdom of Satan on the other.

· This tug-of-war operates not only for men’s salvation, but for social, economic, emotional, physical control of the enemy.  We have been called to set the captive free and bring them into relationship with the Lord Jesus Christ, so that He can rule over them with righteousness. 

· “Come out from the dominion of Satan, and come to Jesus Christ – and know Him as the Lord and Ruler over your life!”  This is what we must proclaim.

· We are often uncomfortable with the supernatural work of God in the natural realm - there is an antagonism in our hearts over the work of the Spirit in the natural realm.  This largely comes from our Western empirical worldview that leaves no room for the unseen.

· We need both illumination (from the Word) and demonstration (from the works of God) in the building of the Kingdom of God.
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
