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Pg. 8-9 in notes

· 1 John 3:8 – says, “For this purpose was the Son of God manifested, that He might destroy the works of the devil.”
· “Destroy” – “luo”; to break or destroy, to dissolve

· Matthew 16:19 – Jesus was going to leave and give the disciples the keys of authority, so that they could bind (“luo”) 

· “Luo” is first a legal term; to break the authority – Jesus has already done the work of “luo”, but He needs us to “luo” to continue to enforce the victory.

· Jesus is going to bring the world back to God’s original pattern through the Church.  God has been reunited with some Adams who have been severed from Satan’s rule and the nature of the first Adam and who can now properly represent God on the earth again.

· Jesus represented God to the earth again (as God’s representative), and He represented man to God again as well (He became one of us, our High Priest, representing us to God).

· “Here they are, Father; I’m giving you back Your kids.”

· “Hey, human race!  I’m giving you your Daddy again.”

· In the same was as He represented the Father to us, we’re to represent Jesus to the world.

· The Mediator now wants to mediate through us!  The Intercessor wants to intercede through us!  The Representative wants to represent through us.  The Minister of reconciliation wants to reconcile through us. 

Chapter 3:  Representing Jesus (pg. 10)
· Four important words:  pattern, representation, authority, and power

· When we understand the pattern of Christ’s representation of the Father, then we’ll understand where He got His authority and power, because these are the two ingredients by which we can represent someone.

· An understanding of this pattern is crucial, for our intercession is but an extension of the life and ministry of Jesus, as His was of the Father.
· All authority comes to the representative from the one he or she represents, and this authority is to represent.
· Webster:  authority – the right to command or act; dominion, control

· Class definition: “The right to rule”

· Exousia – “the right” (to authority)

1. Jesus was sent by the Father.

2. Jesus did the will of the Father, His head.

3. Jesus did the works of the Father.

4. Jesus revealed the Father.

5. The Father was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself.

· The same 5 things are sent about us as representatives of Jesus:

1. The Church is sent by Jesus.

2. The Church does the will of Jesus, her Head.

3. The Church does the works of Jesus.

4. The Church reveals Jesus.

5. Christ is in the Church reconciling the world to Himself.

· The work of reconciling the world to the Father and breaking Satan’s headship is already done, and now I’m going to make a withdrawal through my praying intercession on His finished intercession.

· Jesus:  “Don’t see yourself as trying to be something or do something or give something – you don’t’ have anything to give of yourself that has eternal significance!  REPRESENT ME!  What you know I’d say, say it in My name.  What you know I’d do, do it in My name.”

· Believe that the emphasis in whatever situation you face is not on you, but that you’re a sent one, presenting Jesus again!

· There are lots of people around the world, chained to their own trees, spiritual blindness, lust, hatred, inner wounded pain; Christ is waiting for us to understand that He has sent us in His name to represent His victory in that situation!

· “Lord, did You send me to this situation?  Because if You sent me, then I’m staying, and it doesn’t have anything to do with me.”

· Sometimes the most spiritual force is the fruit of perseverance.
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
