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· Logos – logic, the word spoken and what those words communicate

· Logismos – calculative reasoning, reflection, wisdom – the calculated reasonings and considerations compiled over time that eventually compose one’s wisdom.  The thing deep inside a person, put into them through experiences, etc., that causes them to think a certain way; one’s belief system (philosophies, religions, intellectualism).

· 2 Cor 10:3-5 - 3 For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war according to the flesh, 4 for the weapons of our warfare are not of the flesh, but divinely powerful for the destruction of fortresses [logismos]. 5 We are destroying speculations and every lofty thing raised up against the knowledge of God, and we are taking every thought captive to the obedience of Christ

· Prov 23:7 - 7 For as he thinks within himself, so he is. 

· “Thinks” means “gatekeeper, the place of access” – whatever a man is opened up to in his soul, that’s what he is.  If the soul is opened up to something, it becomes a logismos, a stronghold.
· We have weapons that are filled with God’s dynamite, powerful to demolish these strongholds.  Call those strongholds by name (materialism, false religion, relativism, etc.).  Satan will be there, whispering in your ear, “Who do you think you are?”  Your answer better be, “A sent one, a representative…and I have a victory to present to you today!”
· We are destroying speculations and every lofty thing… 
· “Lofty thing” - hupsoma; an elevated place or thing, all pride that rises up – the same root word in the NT as “Most High God”; sometimes translated high-mindedness.  This is the thing in mankind that is rooted in pride that says, I want to do my own thing, make my own decisions, etc.
· This exalts itself against God’s knowledge, and we have to tear it down.
· We are taking every thought captive to the obedience of Christ…

· “Thought” – noema; scheme, plan, plot, device; the scattered thoughts that Satan tries to bring to someone, to inject into them.  This is more than just “thoughts”, but rather plans to keep someone in darkness.  Bind these plans, these schemes to keep the person blinded, in darkness.
· This cuts someone off from Satan’s plans, his control over them.
· “Obedience” – hupakouo; akouo means “hear”, hupo means “under” – lit. “hearing under”.   Obedience is hearing someone and bringing oneself under the authority of their words.  We’re going to see a change of rulership in the lives of the ones we pray for!
· Do all three of these things every day – name the logismos, tear down every hupsoma, and bind all of Satan’s noemas.

· We’ll see the strongholds torn down, the veil lifted, and a revelation of Christ come!
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
