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Chapter 3

· We get our power from the One who sent us, the One who authorized us to go in His name.  “The Father sent me, so I send you.” – Jesus

· “Power” – the force, strength, energy, dynamic needed to rule or accomplish something

· Jesus was (and is) God.  However, he was not just here to represent the Father, but to represent man – so, he was a man filled with the Spirit of God – God was filled with the Spirit of God.

· Jesus did not operate through His inherent divine power on earth.  He relied on the power and anointing of the Holy Spirit.  Combining the authority or right to rule with the power to rule, He demonstrated and enforced the will of God on the earth.  This was intercession. (pg. 12)

· The Church is to do the same works and greater works than Jesus because it is still Him working through her and because she has been given the same power source that He was given:  the Holy Spirit.

· The Father’s body on earth was Jesus; Jesus’ body on earth is the Church.  The Father had no other plan but Jesus.  Jesus has no other plan but the Church.

Chapter 4: “The Ruler Who Serves”

· What is the King-Priest anointing?

· As a King, He represented the rule (authority) of God to man.

· As a Priest, He represented man to God.

· Hebrews 1:3 calls Jesus the Apostle and High Priest of our faith.

· For the kingly rule and authority, Jesus needed priestly power.

· II Cor. 2:14 - 14 But thanks be to God, who always leads us in triumph in Christ, and manifests through us the sweet aroma of the knowledge of Him in every place. 

· Jeremiah 22:16 – "He pled the cause of the afflicted and needy; Then it was well. Is not that what it means to know Me?" Declares the LORD. 

· “After the Order of Melchizedek” – He was both a king and a priest.  However, in those days, you couldn’t assume both roles…those who tried got in “trouble” over it (example Saul).  This was a big deal, for God to talk about someone who would do both.
· Zech 6:12-13 - 12 "Then say to him, "Thus says the LORD of hosts, "Behold, a man whose name is Branch, for He will branch out from where He is; and He will build the temple of the LORD. 13 "Yes, it is He who will build the temple of the LORD, and He who will bear the honor and sit and rule on His throne. Thus, He will be a priest on His throne, and the counsel of peace will be between the two offices."'

· This man talked about in Zechariah will combine the kingly authority and the priestly power in one.

· We are called to participate in this!  We are called the “royal priesthood”!
· What does the royal priesthood mean?  The kingly authority and priestly power of Jesus flows through us now….we are a kingdom of priests.  He wants His kingly authority to flow through us, He priestly care to extend to His people.  We are a part of this king-priest order that was established through Jesus.

· Ps. 110:1 - The LORD says to my Lord: "Sit at My right hand until I make Your enemies a footstool for Your feet." 2 The LORD will stretch forth Your strong scepter from Zion, saying, "Rule in the midst of Your enemies." 3 Your people will volunteer freely in the day of Your power; In holy array, from the womb of the dawn, Your youth are to You as the dew.

· Martin Luther called this Psalm the “chief of Psalms”.  It is the most quoted OT verse in all of the NT – 5 times.

· When was Ps 110 fulfilled?  

· Jn 19:30 - 30 Therefore when Jesus had received the sour wine, He said, "It is finished!" And He bowed His head and gave up His spirit.

· “It is finished.”  He’s not just saying, “I’m dying.”  He didn’t just die, but He released His Spirit.  As the King with all authority and as the Son of God, death had no power over Him.  
· “teleo” – bringing something to its destined goal; it’s not the cessation of something, but the bringing of something to a state of completion and wholeness
· “tetelestai” – the word stamped on invoices on that day, meaning, “Paid in full.”  This is the word Jesus shouted in John 19:30 – “I paid the debt!  Paid in full!”  
· He was quoting from Ps. 22:31 – the Hebrew word “asah” was used in this verse.  “Asah” has a similar meaning to “teleo”, but interestingly enough, it is also the word for creation – the word in Genesis for creating something.  Jesus was shouting, “Come forth, new creation of God!”
But not finished!

· Even though Jesus did all He was sent to do, there was something He was still waiting for.

· He was waiting “until I make Your enemies a footstool for Your feet”.
· When Jesus accomplished what He did at the cross, He already had put all His enemies and all the authorities on the earth under His feet.  Are they under His feet, or is He waiting for them to be under His feet?  The answer is YES.  Yes, in a legal sense, He put them under His feet.  But, He’s still waiting for the working out of that victory, the distribution of the victory.

· The Father is going to stretch out His strong scepter – the Church – and say to them, “Rule in the midst of thine enemies!”  He put that authority on the Church, to take the kingly scepter of authority, to enforce the victory of Christ.  We make it happen experientially; every time we do that, we make His enemies His footstool.

· 2 Cor 3:6 – we are able ministers of the New Covenant.  He has qualified us to do something, to distribute, to administer, to pass out the blessings of the New Covenant. 

· He needs some people to distribute this in the earth!  He is in heaven, administrating all of this, and He sits there as the assurance, the guarantor of the New Covenant.  The blood is on record, sprinkled on the mercy seat.
· Are you using your scepter?  Are you boldly taking it when the enemy comes against you, your loved ones, your city?  Do you say, “Finished.  It is finished.  You (enemy) will not rob wholeness from ______.  I will settle for nothing less, because He finished it.”
· We are too timid about this!  
· We are kingly royalty, priests in God.
· We need balance – we need balance between the authority and the servant messages.
· I’m a priest.  I’m a minister.  I’m a servant.  If you combine those, in Christ, we are awesome.  But without Him, we can do nothing…
· John 16:7-15 – the Holy Spirit is coming to help us bring demonstration that Satan has been judged, condemned, and the sentence has been passed on him.
· The intercessor, taking the kingly anointing of authority and the priestly anointing of power, rules and serves on the earth, enforcing the victory of Calvary.  
Intercession is an extension of the ministry of Jesus through the Church, whereby we mediate between God and man or Satan and man, for the purpose of reconciling the world to God and enforcing the victory of Calvary.  
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
