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Chapter 6:  Holy Spirit Help

· The single greatest key to successful intercession is learning to let the Helper help you – you have to hear from the Holy Spirit and allow Him to be your Counselor, your Helper, your Leader.

· “Allos parakletos” – “allos” means “another”, of the same in kind and quality

· Jesus said he would send us the same (“allos”) Helper that He had

· “Parakletos” – “one called alongside to aide, help or support” – comforter, helper, counselor, intercessor, advocate, strengthener, standby

· The Holy Spirit is going to help us in the same way He helped Jesus – He is the Energizer, the Power Source of the Godhead.  He releases power into the situations where God is working, to bring forth, to change things.

· Romans 8:26-28 - 26 In the same way the Spirit also helps our weakness; for we do not know how to pray as we should, but the Spirit Himself intercedes for us with groanings too deep for words; 27 and He who searches the hearts knows what the mind of the Spirit is, because He intercedes for the saints according to the will of God. 28 And we know that God causes all things to work together for good to those who love God, to those who are called according to His purpose. 

· Vs. 28 is probably the most misused verse in the Bible.  It starts with the conjunction “and”, meaning that what’s before it is part of verse 28.  God can work all things together for good to those who love Him, and He wants to work all things together for our good.  This can happen, as we learn to allow the Holy Spirit to help us.
How does the Holy Spirit want to help us?

1. Direction and Accuracy in Intercession

· We have the inability to produce results.  Why do we have this weakness?  Vs. 26 – we don’t always know how to pray as we should.  “Should” is translated as “dei” – “that which is legally binding, necessary, right, proper in the nature of a case”, that which must be.  “Should” and “ought” are too weak.  It is mandatory, binding upon us, that we pray as we should, and only the Holy Spirit’s help will meet our weakness in this place.

· Genesis 28:10-17 -10 Then Jacob departed from Beersheba and went toward Haran. 11 He came to a certain place and spent the night there, because the sun had set; and he took one of the stones of the place and put it under his head, and lay down in that place. 12 He had a dream, and behold, a ladder was set on the earth with its top reaching to heaven; and behold, the angels of God were ascending and descending on it. 13 And behold, the LORD stood above it and said, "I am the LORD, the God of your father Abraham and the God of Isaac; the land on which you lie, I will give it to you and to your descendants. 14 "Your descendants will also be like the dust of the earth, and you will spread out to the west and to the east and to the north and to the south; and in you and in your descendants shall all the families of the earth be blessed. 15 "Behold, I am with you and will keep you wherever you go, and will bring you back to this land; for I will not leave you until I have done what I have promised you." 16 Then Jacob awoke from his sleep and said, "Surely the LORD is in this place, and I did not know it." 17 He was afraid and said, "How awesome is this place! This is none other than the house of God, and this is the gate of heaven." 

· “He came to a certain place” – literally means “he lighted upon the place”. 
· He came to Bethel, the house of God, and he didn’t know it.  God knew, though, very well where he was.
· Jacob came upon the place by chance, as it were, but he was led by God.  What was a place to him was the place to God.  This is the principle of Romans 8:26-28.  Often, we don’t know how to pray, and we have to light upon the situation correctly by chance!  This is the meaning of “paga”.  What is by chance to us is not to the Holy Spirit.
· Light upon the right place in the right way at the right time – when you allow the Holy Spirit to intercede through you, it becomes the gate of heaven.
· God comes to us in Kairos times, so that we can pray for Him to move when He’s willing to move.
· The Holy Spirit quickens the Word of God, causes it to come alive.
· Eph. 6:17 – taking the Sword of the Spirit, which is the Word of God (Rhema Word of God – spoken word of God).  You’re not really using the Sword of the Spirit unless you are actually speaking the Word of God.
· The spoken Word of the Lord can be a powerful weapon in His hand.
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
