Celebration of Discipline - Chapter 2 - Meditation (verses referenced – NASB translation)
Psalms 119:97-104 NASB  m Mem. O how I love Your law! It is my meditation all the day.  (98)  Your commandments make me wiser than my enemies, For they are ever mine.  (99)  I have more insight than all my teachers, For Your testimonies are my meditation.  (100)  I understand more than the aged, Because I have observed Your precepts.  (101)  I have restrained my feet from every evil way, That I may keep Your word.  (102)  I have not turned aside from Your ordinances, For You Yourself have taught me.  (103)  How sweet are Your words to my taste! Yes, sweeter than honey to my mouth!  (104)  From Your precepts I get understanding; Therefore I hate every false way.

Genesis 24:63 NASB  Isaac went out to meditate in the field toward evening; and he lifted up his eyes and looked, and behold, camels were coming.

Psalms 63:6 NASB  When I remember You on my bed, I meditate on You in the night watches,

Psa 119:148  My eyes anticipate the night watches, That I may meditate on Your word. 

Psa 1:2  But his delight is in the law of the LORD, And in His law he meditates day and night. 

1 Samuel 3:1-18 NASB  Now the boy Samuel was ministering to the LORD before Eli. And word from the LORD was rare in those days, visions were infrequent.  (2)  It happened at that time as Eli was lying down in his place (now his eyesight had begun to grow dim and he could not see well),  (3)  and the lamp of God had not yet gone out, and Samuel was lying down in the temple of the LORD where the ark of God was,  (4)  that the LORD called Samuel; and he said, "Here I am."  (5)  Then he ran to Eli and said, "Here I am, for you called me." But he said, "I did not call, lie down again." So he went and lay down.  (6)  The LORD called yet again, "Samuel!" So Samuel arose and went to Eli and said, "Here I am, for you called me." But he answered, "I did not call, my son, lie down again."  (7)  Now Samuel did not yet know the LORD, nor had the word of the LORD yet been revealed to him.  (8)  So the LORD called Samuel again for the third time. And he arose and went to Eli and said, "Here I am, for you called me." Then Eli discerned that the LORD was calling the boy.  (9)  And Eli said to Samuel, "Go lie down, and it shall be if He calls you, that you shall say, 'Speak, LORD, for Your servant is listening.'" So Samuel went and lay down in his place.  (10)  Then the LORD came and stood and called as at other times, "Samuel! Samuel!" And Samuel said, "Speak, for Your servant is listening."  (11)  The LORD said to Samuel, "Behold, I am about to do a thing in Israel at which both ears of everyone who hears it will tingle.  (12)  "In that day I will carry out against Eli all that I have spoken concerning his house, from beginning to end.  (13)  "For I have told him that I am about to judge his house forever for the iniquity which he knew, because his sons brought a curse on themselves and he did not rebuke them.  (14)  "Therefore I have sworn to the house of Eli that the iniquity of Eli's house shall not be atoned for by sacrifice or offering forever."  (15)  So Samuel lay down until morning. Then he opened the doors of the house of the LORD. But Samuel was afraid to tell the vision to Eli.  (16)  Then Eli called Samuel and said, "Samuel, my son." And he said, "Here I am."  (17)  He said, "What is the word that He spoke to you? Please do not hide it from me. May God do so to you, and more also, if you hide anything from me of all the words that He spoke to you."  (18)  So Samuel told him everything and hid nothing from him. And he said, "It is the LORD; let Him do what seems good to Him."

1 Kings 19:9-18 NASB  Then he came there to a cave and lodged there; and behold, the word of the LORD came to him, and He said to him, "What are you doing here, Elijah?"  (10)  He said, "I have been very zealous for the LORD, the God of hosts; for the sons of Israel have forsaken Your covenant, torn down Your altars and killed Your prophets with the sword. And I alone am left; and they seek my life, to take it away."  (11)  So He said, "Go forth and stand on the mountain before the LORD." And behold, the LORD was passing by! And a great and strong wind was rending the mountains and breaking in pieces the rocks before the LORD; but the LORD was not in the wind. And after the wind an earthquake, but the LORD was not in the earthquake.  (12)  After the earthquake a fire, but the LORD was not in the fire; and after the fire a sound of a gentle blowing.  (13)  When Elijah heard it, he wrapped his face in his mantle and went out and stood in the entrance of the cave. And behold, a voice came to him and said, "What are you doing here, Elijah?"  (14)  Then he said, "I have been very zealous for the LORD, the God of hosts; for the sons of Israel have forsaken Your covenant, torn down Your altars and killed Your prophets with the sword. And I alone am left; and they seek my life, to take it away."  (15)  The LORD said to him, "Go, return on your way to the wilderness of Damascus, and when you have arrived, you shall anoint Hazael king over Aram;  (16)  and Jehu the son of Nimshi you shall anoint king over Israel; and Elisha the son of Shaphat of Abel-meholah you shall anoint as prophet in your place.  (17)  "It shall come about, the one who escapes from the sword of Hazael, Jehu shall put to death, and the one who escapes from the sword of Jehu, Elisha shall put to death.  (18)  "Yet I will leave 7,000 in Israel, all the knees that have not bowed to Baal and every mouth that has not kissed him."

Isaiah 6:1-8 NASB  In the year of King Uzziah's death I saw the Lord sitting on a throne, lofty and exalted, with the train of His robe filling the temple.  (2)  Seraphim stood above Him, each having six wings: with two he covered his face, and with two he covered his feet, and with two he flew.  (3)  And one called out to another and said, "Holy, Holy, Holy, is the LORD of hosts, The whole earth is full of His glory."  (4)  And the foundations of the thresholds trembled at the voice of him who called out, while the temple was filling with smoke.  (5)  Then I said, "Woe is me, for I am ruined! Because I am a man of unclean lips, And I live among a people of unclean lips; For my eyes have seen the King, the LORD of hosts."  (6)  Then one of the seraphim flew to me with a burning coal in his hand, which he had taken from the altar with tongs.  (7)  He touched my mouth with it and said, "Behold, this has touched your lips; and your iniquity is taken away and your sin is forgiven."  (8)  Then I heard the voice of the Lord, saying, "Whom shall I send, and who will go for Us?" Then I said, "Here am I. Send me!"

Jeremiah 20:9 NASB  But if I say, "I will not remember Him Or speak anymore in His name," Then in my heart it becomes like a burning fire Shut up in my bones; And I am weary of holding it in, And I cannot endure it.
Matthew 14:13 NASB  Now when Jesus heard about John, He withdrew from there in a boat to a secluded place by Himself; and when the people heard of this, they followed Him on foot from the cities.

Matthew 4:1-11 NASB  Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the devil.  (2)  And after He had fasted forty days and forty nights, He then became hungry.  (3)  And the tempter came and said to Him, "If You are the Son of God, command that these stones become bread."  (4)  But He answered and said, "It is written, 'MAN SHALL NOT LIVE ON BREAD ALONE, BUT ON EVERY WORD THAT PROCEEDS OUT OF THE MOUTH OF GOD.'"  (5)  Then the devil *took Him into the holy city and had Him stand on the pinnacle of the temple,  (6)  and *said to Him, "If You are the Son of God, throw Yourself down; for it is written, 'HE WILL COMMAND HIS ANGELS CONCERNING YOU'; and 'ON their HANDS THEY WILL BEAR YOU UP, SO THAT YOU WILL NOT STRIKE YOUR FOOT AGAINST A STONE.'"  (7)  Jesus said to him, "On the other hand, it is written, 'YOU SHALL NOT PUT THE LORD YOUR GOD TO THE TEST.'"  (8)  Again, the devil *took Him to a very high mountain and *showed Him all the kingdoms of the world and their glory;  (9)  and he said to Him, "All these things I will give You, if You fall down and worship me."  (10)  Then Jesus *said to him, "Go, Satan! For it is written, 'YOU SHALL WORSHIP THE LORD YOUR GOD, AND SERVE HIM ONLY.'"  (11)  Then the devil *left Him; and behold, angels came and began to minister to Him.

Luke 6:12 NASB  It was at this time that He went off to the mountain to pray, and He spent the whole night in prayer to God.

Matthew 14:23 NASB  After He had sent the crowds away, He went up on the mountain by Himself to pray; and when it was evening, He was there alone.

Mark 1:35 NASB  In the early morning, while it was still dark, Jesus got up, left the house, and went away to a secluded place, and was praying there.

Mark 6:31 NASB  And He *said to them, "Come away by yourselves to a secluded place and rest a while." (For there were many people coming and going, and they did not even have time to eat.)

Luke 5:16 NASB  But Jesus Himself would often slip away to the wilderness and pray.

Matthew 17:1-9 NASB  Six days later Jesus *took with Him Peter and James and John his brother, and *led them up on a high mountain by themselves.  (2)  And He was transfigured before them; and His face shone like the sun, and His garments became as white as light.  (3)  And behold, Moses and Elijah appeared to them, talking with Him.  (4)  Peter said to Jesus, "Lord, it is good for us to be here; if You wish, I will make three tabernacles here, one for You, and one for Moses, and one for Elijah."  (5)  While he was still speaking, a bright cloud overshadowed them, and behold, a voice out of the cloud said, "This is My beloved Son, with whom I am well-pleased; listen to Him!"  (6)  When the disciples heard this, they fell face down to the ground and were terrified.  (7)  And Jesus came to them and touched them and said, "Get up, and do not be afraid."  (8)  And lifting up their eyes, they saw no one except Jesus Himself alone.  (9)  As they were coming down from the mountain, Jesus commanded them, saying, "Tell the vision to no one until the Son of Man has risen from the dead."
Matthew 26:36-46 NASB  Then Jesus *came with them to a place called Gethsemane, and *said to His disciples, "Sit here while I go over there and pray."  (37)  And He took with Him Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, and began to be grieved and distressed.  (38)  Then He *said to them, "My soul is deeply grieved, to the point of death; remain here and keep watch with Me."  (39)  And He went a little beyond them, and fell on His face and prayed, saying, "My Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass from Me; yet not as I will, but as You will."  (40)  And He *came to the disciples and *found them sleeping, and *said to Peter, "So, you men could not keep watch with Me for one hour?  (41)  "Keep watching and praying that you may not enter into temptation; the spirit is willing, but the flesh is weak."  (42)  He went away again a second time and prayed, saying, "My Father, if this cannot pass away unless I drink it, Your will be done."  (43)  Again He came and found them sleeping, for their eyes were heavy.  (44)  And He left them again, and went away and prayed a third time, saying the same thing once more.  (45)  Then He *came to the disciples and *said to them, "Are you still sleeping and resting? Behold, the hour is at hand and the Son of Man is being betrayed into the hands of sinners.  (46)  "Get up, let us be going; behold, the one who betrays Me is at hand!"
Exodus 33:11 NASB  Thus the LORD used to speak to Moses face to face, just as a man speaks to his friend. When Moses returned to the camp, his servant Joshua, the son of Nun, a young man, would not depart from the tent.

Exodus 20:19 NASB  Then they said to Moses, "Speak to us yourself and we will listen; but let not God speak to us, or we will die."

John 5:19 NASB  Therefore Jesus answered and was saying to them, "Truly, truly, I say to you, the Son can do nothing of Himself, unless it is something He sees the Father doing; for whatever the Father does, these things the Son also does in like manner.
John 5:30 NASB  "I can do nothing on My own initiative. As I hear, I judge; and My judgment is just, because I do not seek My own will, but the will of Him who sent Me.
John 14:10 NASB  "Do you not believe that I am in the Father, and the Father is in Me? The words that I say to you I do not speak on My own initiative, but the Father abiding in Me does His works.
John 10:4 NASB  "When he puts forth all his own, he goes ahead of them, and the sheep follow him because they know his voice.
John 16:13 NASB  "But when He, the Spirit of truth, comes, He will guide you into all the truth; for He will not speak on His own initiative, but whatever He hears, He will speak; and He will disclose to you what is to come.
Acts 1:1 NASB  The first account I composed, Theophilus, about all that Jesus began to do and teach,

Deuteronomy 18:15 NASB  "The LORD your God will raise up for you a prophet like me from among you, from your countrymen, you shall listen to him.

Acts 3:22 NASB  "Moses said, 'THE LORD GOD WILL RAISE UP FOR YOU A PROPHET LIKE ME FROM YOUR BRETHREN; TO HIM YOU SHALL GIVE HEED to everything He says to you.

Acts 7:37 NASB  "This is the Moses who said to the sons of Israel, 'GOD WILL RAISE UP FOR YOU A PROPHET LIKE ME FROM YOUR BRETHREN.'

Deuteronomy 18:15-18 NASB  (15)  "The LORD your God will raise up for you a prophet like me from among you, from your countrymen, you shall listen to him.  (16)  "This is according to all that you asked of the LORD your God in Horeb on the day of the assembly, saying, 'Let me not hear again the voice of the LORD my God, let me not see this great fire anymore, or I will die.'  (17)  "The LORD said to me, 'They have spoken well.  (18)  'I will raise up a prophet from among their countrymen like you, and I will put My words in his mouth, and he shall speak to them all that I command him.

Matthew 17:5 NASB  While he was still speaking, a bright cloud overshadowed them, and behold, a voice out of the cloud said, "This is My beloved Son, with whom I am well-pleased; listen to Him!"

John 1:21 NASB  They asked him, "What then? Are you Elijah?" And he *said, "I am not." "Are you the Prophet?" And he answered, "No."

John 4:19-25 NASB  The woman *said to Him, "Sir, I perceive that You are a prophet.  (20)  "Our fathers worshiped in this mountain, and you people say that in Jerusalem is the place where men ought to worship."  (21)  Jesus *said to her, "Woman, believe Me, an hour is coming when neither in this mountain nor in Jerusalem will you worship the Father.  (22)  "You worship what you do not know; we worship what we know, for salvation is from the Jews.  (23)  "But an hour is coming, and now is, when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth; for such people the Father seeks to be His worshipers.  (24)  "God is spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth."  (25)  The woman *said to Him, "I know that Messiah is coming (He who is called Christ); when that One comes, He will declare all things to us."

John 6:14 NASB  Therefore when the people saw the sign which He had performed, they said, "This is truly the Prophet who is to come into the world."

John 7:37-40 NASB  Now on the last day, the great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried out, saying, "If anyone is thirsty, let him come to Me and drink.  (38)  "He who believes in Me, as the Scripture said, 'From his innermost being will flow rivers of living water.'"  (39)  But this He spoke of the Spirit, whom those who believed in Him were to receive; for the Spirit was not yet given, because Jesus was not yet glorified.  (40)  Some of the people therefore, when they heard these words, were saying, "This certainly is the Prophet."

Hebrews 1:1-13 NASB  God, after He spoke long ago to the fathers in the prophets in many portions and in many ways,  (2)  in these last days has spoken to us in His Son, whom He appointed heir of all things, through whom also He made the world.  (3)  And He is the radiance of His glory and the exact representation of His nature, and upholds all things by the word of His power. When He had made purification of sins, He sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high,  (4)  having become as much better than the angels, as He has inherited a more excellent name than they.  (5)  For to which of the angels did He ever say, "YOU ARE MY SON, TODAY I HAVE BEGOTTEN YOU"? And again, "I WILL BE A FATHER TO HIM AND HE SHALL BE A SON TO ME"?  (6)  And when He again brings the firstborn into the world, He says, "AND LET ALL THE ANGELS OF GOD WORSHIP HIM."  (7)  And of the angels He says, "WHO MAKES HIS ANGELS WINDS, AND HIS MINISTERS A FLAME OF FIRE."  (8)  But of the Son He says, "YOUR THRONE, O GOD, IS FOREVER AND EVER, AND THE RIGHTEOUS SCEPTER IS THE SCEPTER OF HIS KINGDOM.  (9)  "YOU HAVE LOVED RIGHTEOUSNESS AND HATED LAWLESSNESS; THEREFORE GOD, YOUR GOD, HAS ANOINTED YOU WITH THE OIL OF GLADNESS ABOVE YOUR COMPANIONS."  (10)  And, "YOU, LORD, IN THE BEGINNING LAID THE FOUNDATION OF THE EARTH, AND THE HEAVENS ARE THE WORKS OF YOUR HANDS;  (11)  THEY WILL PERISH, BUT YOU REMAIN; AND THEY ALL WILL BECOME OLD LIKE A GARMENT,  (12)  AND LIKE A MANTLE YOU WILL ROLL THEM UP; LIKE A GARMENT THEY WILL ALSO BE CHANGED. BUT YOU ARE THE SAME, AND YOUR YEARS WILL NOT COME TO AN END."  (13)  But to which of the angels has He ever said, "SIT AT MY RIGHT HAND, UNTIL I MAKE YOUR ENEMIES A FOOTSTOOL FOR YOUR FEET"?

Hebrews 3:7-8 NASB  Therefore, just as the Holy Spirit says, "TODAY IF YOU HEAR HIS VOICE,  (8)  DO NOT HARDEN YOUR HEARTS AS WHEN THEY PROVOKED ME, AS IN THE DAY OF TRIAL IN THE WILDERNESS,

Hebrews 12:25 NASB  See to it that you do not refuse Him who is speaking. For if those did not escape when they refused him who warned them on earth, much less will we escape who turn away from Him who warns from heaven.
