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Colossians 3:14-16 NASB  (14)  Beyond all these things put on love, which is the perfect bond of unity.  (15)  Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to which indeed you were called in one body; and be thankful.  (16)  Let the word of Christ richly dwell within you, with all wisdom teaching and admonishing one another with psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with thankfulness in your hearts to God.

Psalms 133:1-2 NASB  A Song of Ascents, of David. Behold, how good and how pleasant it is For brothers to dwell together in unity!  (2)  It is like the precious oil upon the head, Coming down upon the beard, Even Aaron's beard, Coming down upon the edge of his robes.

Matthew 18:19-21 NASB  "Again I say to you, that if two of you agree on earth about anything that they may ask, it shall be done for them by My Father who is in heaven. 1 John 1:6-8 NASB  If we say that we have fellowship with Him and yet walk in the darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth;  (7)  but if we walk in the Light as He Himself is in the Light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus His Son cleanses us from all sin.  (8)  If we say that we have no sin, we are deceiving ourselves and the truth is not in us.
