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James 3:17-4:1 NASB  But the wisdom from above is first pure, then peaceable, gentle, reasonable, full of mercy and good fruits, unwavering, without hypocrisy.  (18)  And the seed whose fruit is righteousness is sown in peace by those who make peace. (4:1)  What is the source of quarrels and conflicts among you? Is not the source your pleasures that wage war in your members?

Acts 2:41-43 NASB  So then, those who had received his word were baptized; and that day there were added about three thousand souls.  (42)  They were continually devoting themselves to the apostles' teaching and to fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer.  (43)  Everyone kept feeling a sense of awe; and many wonders and signs were taking place through the apostles.

Ephesians 4:1-4 NASB  Therefore I, the prisoner of the Lord, implore you to walk in a manner worthy of the calling with which you have been called,  (2)  with all humility and gentleness, with patience, showing tolerance for one another in love,  (3)  being diligent to preserve the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.  (4)  There is one body and one Spirit, just as also you were called in one hope of your calling;

1 Timothy 3:13-16 NASB  For those who have served well as deacons obtain for themselves a high standing and great confidence in the faith that is in Christ Jesus.  (14)  I am writing these things to you, hoping to come to you before long;  (15)  but in case I am delayed, I write so that you will know how one ought to conduct himself in the household of God, which is the church of the living God, the pillar and support of the truth. Proverbs 24:25-27 NASB  But to those who rebuke the wicked will be delight, And a good blessing will come upon them.  (26)  He kisses the lips Who gives a right answer.  (27)  Prepare your work outside And make it ready for yourself in the field; Afterwards, then, build your house.

Galatians 5:26-6:3 NASB  Let us not become boastful, challenging one another, envying one another. (6:1)  Brethren, even if anyone is caught in any trespass, you who are spiritual, restore such a one in a spirit of gentleness; each one looking to yourself, so that you too will not be tempted.  (2)  Bear one another's burdens, and thereby fulfill the law of Christ. (3) For if anyone thinks he is something when he is nothing, he deceives himself.

Ephesians 4:23-27 NASB  and that you be renewed in the spirit of your mind,  (24)  and put on the new self, which in the likeness of God has been created in righteousness and holiness of the truth.  (25)  Therefore, laying aside falsehood, SPEAK TRUTH EACH ONE of you WITH HIS NEIGHBOR, for we are members of one another.  (26)  BE ANGRY, AND yet DO NOT SIN; do not let the sun go down on your anger,  (27)  and do not give the devil an opportunity.

Proverbs 28:22-24 NASB  A man with an evil eye hastens after wealth And does not know that want will come upon him.  (23)  He who rebukes a man will afterward find more favor Than he who flatters with the tongue.  (24)  He who robs his father or his mother And says, "It is not a transgression," Is the companion of a man who destroys.

8)

Ecclesiastes 8:5-7 NASB  (5)  He who keeps a royal command experiences no trouble, for a wise heart knows the proper time and procedure.  (6)  For there is a proper time and procedure for every delight, though a man's trouble is heavy upon him.  (7)  If no one knows what will happen, who can tell him when it will happen?

9)

1 Timothy 4:16-5:4 NASB  Pay close attention to yourself and to your teaching; persevere in these things, for as you do this you will ensure salvation both for yourself and for those who hear you. (5:1)  Do not sharply rebuke an older man, but rather appeal to him as a father, to the younger men as brothers,  (2)  the older women as mothers, and the younger women as sisters, in all purity. 1 Peter 5:4-7 NASB  And when the Chief Shepherd appears, you will receive the unfading crown of glory.  (5)  You younger men, likewise, be subject to your elders; and all of you, clothe yourselves with humility toward one another, for GOD IS OPPOSED TO THE PROUD, BUT GIVES GRACE TO THE HUMBLE.  (6)  Therefore humble yourselves under the mighty hand of God, that He may exalt you at the proper time,  (7)  casting all your anxiety on Him, because He cares for you.

Romans 12:15-17 NASB  Rejoice with those who rejoice, and weep with those who weep.  (16)  Be of the same mind toward one another; do not be haughty in mind, but associate with the lowly. Philippians 2:1-5 NASB  Therefore if there is any encouragement in Christ, if there is any consolation of love, if there is any fellowship of the Spirit, if any affection and compassion,  (2)  make my joy complete by being of the same mind, maintaining the same love, united in spirit, intent on one purpose. Romans 12:9-11 NASB  Let love be without hypocrisy. Abhor what is evil; cling to what is good.  (10)  Be devoted to one another in brotherly love; give preference to one another in honor;  (11)  not lagging behind in diligence, fervent in spirit, serving the Lord;
