1 Corinthians 3:4-7 NASB  (4)  For when one 
says, "I am of Paul," and another, "I am of Apollos," are you not mere men?  (5)  What then is Apollos? And what is Paul? Servants through whom you believed, even as the Lord gave opportunity to each one.  (6)  I planted, Apollos watered, but God was causing the growth.  (7)  So then neither the one who plants nor the one who waters is anything, but God who causes the growth.

Ephesians 2:8-11 NASB  For by grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God;  (9)  not as a result of works, so that no one may boast.  (10)  For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand so that we would walk in them.  (11)  Therefore remember that formerly you, the Gentiles in the flesh, who are called "Uncircumcision" by the so-called "Circumcision," which is performed in the flesh by human hands--

John 17:3-5 NASB  "This is eternal life, that they may know You, the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom You have sent.  (4)  "I glorified You on the earth, having accomplished the work which You have given Me to do.  (5)  "Now, Father, glorify Me together with Yourself, with the glory which I had with You before the world was.

Ephesians 2:10 NASB  see (intro)

2)

Colossians 3:22-24 NASB  (22)  Slaves, in all things obey those who are your masters on earth, not with external service, as those who merely please men, but with sincerity of heart, fearing the Lord.  (23)  Whatever you do, do your work heartily, as for the Lord rather than for men,  (24)  knowing that from the Lord you will receive the reward of the inheritance. It is the Lord Christ whom you serve.

Matthew 25:33-46 NASB  and He will put the sheep on His right, and the goats on the left.  (34)  "Then the King will say to those on His right, 'Come, you who are blessed of My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world.  (35)  'For I was hungry, and you gave Me something to eat; I was thirsty, and you gave Me something to drink; I was a stranger, and you invited Me in;  (36)  naked, and you clothed Me; I was sick, and you visited Me; I was in prison, and you came to Me.'  (37)  "Then the righteous will answer Him, 'Lord, when did we see You hungry, and feed You, or thirsty, and give You something to drink?  (38)  'And when did we see You a stranger, and invite You in, or naked, and clothe You?  (39)  'When did we see You sick, or in prison, and come to You?'  (40)  "The King will answer and say to them, 'Truly I say to you, to the extent that you did it to one of these brothers of Mine, even the least of them, you did it to Me.'  (41)  "Then He will also say to those on His left, 'Depart from Me, accursed ones, into the eternal fire which has been prepared for the devil and his angels;  (42)  for I was hungry, and you gave Me nothing to eat; I was thirsty, and you gave Me nothing to drink;  (43)  I was a stranger, and you did not invite Me in; naked, and you did not clothe Me; sick, and in prison, and you did not visit Me.'  (44)  "Then they themselves also will answer, 'Lord, when did we see You hungry, or thirsty, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not take care of You?'  (45)  "Then He will answer them, 'Truly I say to you, to the extent that you did not do it to one of the least of these, you did not do it to Me.'  (46)  "These will go away into eternal punishment, but the righteous into eternal life."
Ephesians 6:6-8 NASB  not by way of eyeservice, as men-pleasers, but as slaves of Christ, doing the will of God from the heart.  (7)  With good will render service, as to the Lord, and not to men,  (8)  knowing that whatever good thing each one does, this he will receive back from the Lord, whether slave or free.

Jeremiah 1:4-6 NASB  Now the word of the LORD came to me saying,  (5)  "Before I formed you in the womb I knew you, And before you were born I consecrated you; I have appointed you a prophet to the nations."  (6)  Then I said, "Alas, Lord GOD! Behold, I do not know how to speak, Because I am a youth."

Romans 11:36-12:2 NASB  For from Him and through Him and to Him are all things. To Him be the glory forever. Amen. (12:1)  Therefore I urge you, brethren, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies a living and holy sacrifice, acceptable to God, which is your spiritual service of worship.  (2)  And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, so that you may prove what the will of God is, that which is good and acceptable and perfect.

1 John 3:13-15 NASB  Do not be surprised, brethren, if the world hates you.  (14)  We know that we have passed out of death into life, because we love the brethren. He who does not love abides in death.  (15)  Everyone who hates his brother is a murderer; and you know that no murderer has eternal life abiding in him.

8)

Matthew 8:14-16 NASB  When Jesus came into Peter's home, He saw his mother-in-law lying sick in bed with a fever.  (15)  He touched her hand, and the fever left her; and she got up and waited on Him.  (16)  When evening came, they brought to Him many who were demon-possessed; and He cast out the spirits with a word, and healed all who were ill.

9)

Ephesians 4:1-16 NASB  Therefore I, the prisoner of the Lord, implore you to walk in a manner worthy of the calling with which you have been called,  (2)  with all humility and gentleness, with patience, showing tolerance for one another in love,  (3)  being diligent to preserve the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.  (4)  There is one body and one Spirit, just as also you were called in one hope of your calling;  (5)  one Lord, one faith, one baptism,  (6)  one God and Father of all who is over all and through all and in all.  (7)  But to each one of us grace was given according to the measure of Christ's gift.  (8)  Therefore it says, "WHEN HE ASCENDED ON HIGH, HE LED CAPTIVE A HOST OF CAPTIVES, AND HE GAVE GIFTS TO MEN."  (9)  (Now this expression, "He ascended," what does it mean except that He also had descended into the lower parts of the earth?  (10)  He who descended is Himself also He who ascended far above all the heavens, so that He might fill all things.)  (11)  And He gave some as apostles, and some as prophets, and some as evangelists, and some as pastors and teachers,  (12)  for the equipping of the saints for the work of service, to the building up of the body of Christ;  (13)  until we all attain to the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to a mature man, to the measure of the stature which belongs to the fullness of Christ.  (14)  As a result, we are no longer to be children, tossed here and there by waves and carried about by every wind of doctrine, by the trickery of men, by craftiness in deceitful scheming;  (15)  but speaking the truth in love, we are to grow up in all aspects into Him who is the head, even Christ,  (16)  from whom the whole body, being fitted and held together by what every joint supplies, according to the proper working of each individual part, causes the growth of the body for the building up of itself in love.

Romans 1:5-7 NASB  through whom we have received grace and apostleship to bring about the obedience of faith among all the Gentiles for His name's sake,  (6)  among whom you also are the called of Jesus Christ;  (7)  to all who are beloved of God in Rome, called as saints: Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.

Romans 8:27-31 NASB  and He who searches the hearts knows what the mind of the Spirit is, because He intercedes for the saints according to the will of God.  (28)  And we know that God causes all things to work together for good to those who love God, to those who are called according to His purpose.  (29)  For those whom He foreknew, He also predestined to become conformed to the image of His Son, so that He would be the firstborn among many brethren;  (30)  and these whom He predestined, He also called; and these whom He called, He also justified; and these whom He justified, He also glorified.  (31)  What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who is against us?

1 Corinthians 1:1-3 NASB  (1)  Paul, called as an apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God, and Sosthenes our brother,  (2)  To the church of God which is at Corinth, to those who have been sanctified in Christ Jesus, saints by calling, with all who in every place call on the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, their Lord and ours:  (3)  Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.

1 Corinthians 1:8-10 NASB  (8)  who will also confirm you to the end, blameless in the day of our Lord Jesus Christ.  (9)  God is faithful, through whom you were called into fellowship with His Son, Jesus Christ our Lord.  (10)  Now I exhort you, brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that you all agree and that there be no divisions among you, but that you be made complete in the same mind and in the same judgment.

1 Corinthians 1:25-27 NASB  (25)  Because the foolishness of God is wiser than men, and the weakness of God is stronger than men.  (26)  For consider your calling, brethren, that there were not many wise according to the flesh, not many mighty, not many noble;  (27)  but God has chosen the foolish things of the world to shame the wise, and God has chosen the weak things of the world to shame the things which are strong,

1 Corinthians 7:16-18 NASB  (16)  For how do you know, O wife, whether you will save your husband? Or how do you know, O husband, whether you will save your wife?  (17)  Only, as the Lord has assigned to each one, as God has called each, in this manner let him walk. And so I direct in all the churches.  (18)  Was any man called when he was already circumcised? He is not to become uncircumcised. Has anyone been called in uncircumcision? He is not to be circumcised.

Philippians 3:13-15 NASB  (13)  Brethren, I do not regard myself as having laid hold of it yet; but one thing I do: forgetting what lies behind and reaching forward to what lies ahead,  (14)  I press on toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus.  (15)  Let us therefore, as many as are perfect, have this attitude; and if in anything you have a different attitude, God will reveal that also to you;

1 Peter 2:7-10 NASB  This precious value, then, is for you who believe; but for those who disbelieve, "THE STONE WHICH THE BUILDERS REJECTED, THIS BECAME THE VERY CORNER stone,"  (8)  and, "A STONE OF STUMBLING AND A ROCK OF OFFENSE"; for they stumble because they are disobedient to the word, and to this doom they were also appointed.  (9)  But you are A CHOSEN RACE, A royal PRIESTHOOD, A HOLY NATION, A PEOPLE FOR God's OWN POSSESSION, so that you may proclaim the excellencies of Him who has called you out of darkness into His marvelous light;  (10)  for you once were NOT A PEOPLE, but now you are THE PEOPLE OF GOD; you had NOT RECEIVED MERCY, but now you have RECEIVED MERCY.

2 Peter 1:2-4 NASB  Grace and peace be multiplied to you in the knowledge of God and of Jesus our Lord;  (3)  seeing that His divine power has granted to us everything pertaining to life and godliness, through the true knowledge of Him who called us by His own glory and excellence.  (4)  For by these He has granted to us His precious and magnificent promises, so that by them you may become partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world by lust.

(29)  As they were leaving Jericho, a large crowd followed Him.
