(13)  For You formed my inward parts; You wove me in my mother's womb.  (14)  I will give thanks to You, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made; Wonderful are Your works, And my soul knows it very well.

1 Corinthians 12:3-7 NASB  (3)  Therefore I make known to you that no one speaking by the Spirit of God says, "Jesus is accursed"; and no one can say, "Jesus is Lord," except by the Holy Spirit.  (4)  Now there are varieties of gifts, but the same Spirit.  (5)  And there are varieties of ministries, and the same Lord.  (6)  There are varieties of effects, but the same God who works all things in all persons.  (7)  But to each one is given the manifestation of the Spirit for the common good.

Exodus 31:2-6 NASB  "See, I have called by name Bezalel, the son of Uri, the son of Hur, of the tribe of Judah.  (3)  "I have filled him with the Spirit of God in wisdom, in understanding, in knowledge, and in all kinds of craftsmanship,  (4)  to make artistic designs for work in gold, in silver, and in bronze,  (5)  and in the cutting of stones for settings, and in the carving of wood, that he may work in all kinds of craftsmanship. Romans 12:4-8 NASB  For just as we have many members in one body and all the members do not have the same function,  (5)  so we, who are many, are one body in Christ, and individually members one of another.  (6)  Since we have gifts that differ according to the grace given to us, each of us is to exercise them accordingly: if prophecy, according to the proportion of his faith;  (7)  if service, in his serving; or he who teaches, in his teaching;  (8)  or he who exhorts, in his exhortation; he who gives, with liberality; he who leads, with diligence; he who shows mercy, with cheerfulness.

1 Corinthians 10:30-33 NASB  (30)  If I partake with thankfulness, why am I slandered concerning that for which I give thanks?  (31)  Whether, then, you eat or drink or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God.  (32)  Give no offense either to Jews or to Greeks or to the church of God;  (33)  just as I also please all men in all things, not seeking my own profit but the profit of the many, so that they may be saved.

Deuteronomy 8:17-19 NASB  (17)  "Otherwise, you may say in your heart, 'My power and the strength of my hand made me this wealth.'  (18)  "But you shall remember the LORD your God, for it is He who is giving you power to make wealth, that He may confirm His covenant which He swore to your fathers, as it is this day.  (19)  "It shall come about if you ever forget the LORD your God and go after other gods and serve them and worship them, I testify against you today that you will surely perish.

Deuteronomy 14:22-25 NASB  (22)  "You shall surely tithe all the produce from what you sow, which comes out of the field every year.  (23)  "You shall eat in the presence of the LORD your God, at the place where He chooses to establish His name, the tithe of your grain, your new wine, your oil, and the firstborn of your herd and your flock, so that you may learn to fear the LORD your God always.  (24)  "If the distance is so great for you that you are not able to bring the tithe, since the place where the LORD your God chooses to set His name is too far away from you when the LORD your God blesses you,  (25)  then you shall exchange it for money, and bind the money in your hand and go to the place which the LORD your God chooses.

Malachi 3:7-12 NASB  "From the days of your fathers you have turned aside from My statutes and have not kept them. Return to Me, and I will return to you," says the LORD of hosts. "But you say, 'How shall we return?'  (8)  "Will a man rob God? Yet you are robbing Me! But you say, 'How have we robbed You?' In tithes and offerings.  (9)  "You are cursed with a curse, for you are robbing Me, the whole nation of you!  (10)  "Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse, so that there may be food in My house, and test Me now in this," says the LORD of hosts, "if I will not open for you the windows of heaven and pour out for you a blessing until it overflows.  (11)  "Then I will rebuke the devourer for you, so that it will not destroy the fruits of the ground; nor will your vine in the field cast its grapes," says the LORD of hosts. Hebrews 13:20-22 NASB  Now the God of peace, who brought up from the dead the great Shepherd of the sheep through the blood of the eternal covenant, even Jesus our Lord,  (21)  equip you in every good thing to do His will, working in us that which is pleasing in His sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be the glory forever and ever. Amen.  (22)  But I urge you, brethren, bear with this word of exhortation, for I have written to you briefly.

1 Peter 4:9-11 NASB  Be hospitable to one another without complaint.  (10)  As each one has received a special gift, employ it in serving one another as good stewards of the manifold grace of God.  (11)  Whoever speaks, is to do so as one who is speaking the utterances of God; whoever serves is to do so as one who is serving by the strength which God supplies; so that in all things God may be glorified through Jesus Christ, to whom belongs the glory and dominion forever and ever. Romans 8:26-30 NASB  In the same way the Spirit also helps our weakness; for we do not know how to pray as we should, but the Spirit Himself intercedes for us with groanings too deep for words;  (27)  and He who searches the hearts knows what the mind of the Spirit is, because He intercedes for the saints according to the will of God.  (28)  And we know that God causes all things to work together for good to those who love God, to those who are called according to His purpose.  (29)  For those whom He foreknew, He also predestined to become conformed to the image of His Son, so that He would be the firstborn among many brethren;  (30)  and these whom He predestined, He also called; and these whom He called, He also justified; and these whom He justified, He also glorified.

2 Corinthians 1:3-5 NASB  (3)  Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies and God of all comfort,  (4)  who comforts us in all our affliction so that we will be able to comfort those who are in any affliction with the comfort with which we ourselves are comforted by God.  (5)  For just as the sufferings of Christ are ours in abundance, so also our comfort is abundant through Christ.

2 Corinthians 1:6-11 NASB  (6)  But if we are afflicted, it is for your comfort and salvation; or if we are comforted, it is for your comfort, which is effective in the patient enduring of the same sufferings which we also suffer;  (7)  and our hope for you is firmly grounded, knowing that as you are sharers of our sufferings, so also you are sharers of our comfort.  (8)  For we do not want you to be unaware, brethren, of our affliction which came to us in Asia, that we were burdened excessively, beyond our strength, so that we despaired even of life;  (9)  indeed, we had the sentence of death within ourselves so that we would not trust in ourselves, but in God who raises the dead;  (10)  who delivered us from so great a peril of death, and will deliver us, He on whom we have set our hope. And He will yet deliver us,  (11)  you also joining in helping us through your prayers, so that thanks may be given by many persons on our behalf for the favor bestowed on us through the prayers of many.
