Romans 12:4-8 NASB  For just as we have many members in one body and all the members do not have the same function,  (5)  so we, who are many, are one body in Christ, and individually members one of another.  (6)  Since we have gifts that differ according to the grace given to us, each of us is to exercise them accordingly: if prophecy, according to the proportion of his faith;  (7)  if service, in his serving; or he who teaches, in his teaching;  (8)  or he who exhorts, in his exhortation; he who gives, with liberality; he who leads, with diligence; he who shows mercy, with cheerfulness.

Ephesians 5:15-19 NASB  Therefore be careful how you walk, not as unwise men but as wise,  (16)  making the most of your time, because the days are evil.  (17)  So then do not be foolish, but understand what the will of the Lord is. Jesus answered him, "If I do not wash you, you have no part with Me."

Romans 9:19-21 NASB  You will say to me then, "Why does He still find fault? For who resists His will?"  (20)  On the contrary, who are you, O man, who answers back to God? The thing molded will not say to the molder, "Why did you make me like this," will it?  (21)  Or does not the potter have a right over the clay, to make from the same lump one vessel for honorable use and another for common use?

Ephesians 4:4-8 NASB  There is one body and one Spirit, just as also you were called in one hope of your calling;  (5)  one Lord, one faith, one baptism,  (6)  one God and Father of all who is over all and through all and in all.  (7)  But to each one of us grace was given according to the measure of Christ's gift.  (8)  Therefore it says, "WHEN HE ASCENDED ON HIGH, HE LED CAPTIVE A HOST OF CAPTIVES, AND HE GAVE GIFTS TO MEN."

Galatians 2:6-9 NASB  But from those who were of high reputation (what they were makes no difference to me; God shows no partiality)--well, those who were of reputation contributed nothing to me.  (7)  But on the contrary, seeing that I had been entrusted with the gospel to the uncircumcised, just as Peter had been to the circumcised  (8)  (for He who effectually worked for Peter in his apostleship to the circumcised effectually worked for me also to the Gentiles),  (9)  and recognizing the grace that had been given to me, James and Cephas and John, who were reputed to be pillars, gave to me and Barnabas the right hand of fellowship, so that we might go to the Gentiles and they to the circumcised.

2 Corinthians 10:12-14 NASB  (12)  For we are not bold to class or compare ourselves with some of those who commend themselves; but when they measure themselves by themselves and compare themselves with themselves, they are without understanding.  (13)  But we will not boast beyond our measure, but within the measure of the sphere which God apportioned to us as a measure, to reach even as far as you.  (14)  For we are not overextending ourselves, as if we did not reach to you, for we were the first to come even as far as you in the gospel of Christ;

Hebrews 11:39-12:2 NASB  And all these, having gained approval through their faith, did not receive what was promised,  (40)  because God had provided something better for us, so that apart from us they would not be made perfect. (12:1)  Therefore, since we have so great a cloud of witnesses surrounding us, let us also lay aside every encumbrance and the sin which so easily entangles us, and let us run with endurance the race that is set before us,  (2)  fixing our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of faith, who for the joy set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame, and has sat down at the right hand of the throne of God.

(9)  And this I pray, that your love may abound still more and more in real knowledge and all discernment,  (10)  so that you may approve the things that are excellent, in order to be sincere and blameless until the day of Christ;  (11)  having been filled with the fruit of righteousness which comes through Jesus Christ, to the glory and praise of God.

2 Timothy 1:5-7 NASB  For I am mindful of the sincere faith within you, which first dwelt in your grandmother Lois and your mother Eunice, and I am sure that it is in you as well.  (6)  For this reason I remind you to kindle afresh the gift of God which is in you through the laying on of my hands.  (7)  For God has not given us a spirit of timidity, but of power and love and discipline.

2 Timothy 2:14-18 NASB  Remind them of these things, and solemnly charge them in the presence of God not to wrangle about words, which is useless and leads to the ruin of the hearers. (16)  But avoid worldly and empty chatter, for it will lead to further ungodliness,  (17)  and their talk will spread like gangrene. Among them are Hymenaeus and Philetus,  (18)  men who have gone astray from the truth saying that the resurrection has already taken place, and they upset the faith of some.

1 Corinthians 9:24-27 NASB  (24)  Do you not know that those who run in a race all run, but only one receives the prize? Run in such a way that you may win.  (25)  Everyone who competes in the games exercises self-control in all things. They then do it to receive a perishable wreath, but we an imperishable.  (26)  Therefore I run in such a way, as not without aim; I box in such a way, as not beating the air;  (27)  but I discipline my body and make it my slave, so that, after I have preached to others, I myself will not be disqualified.
