Isaiah 61:1-4 AMP  The spirit of the Lord God is upon me, because the Lord has anointed and qualified me to preach the Gospel of good tidings to the meek, the poor, and afflicted; He has sent me to bind up and heal the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the [physical and spiritual] captives and the opening of the prison and of the eyes to those who are bound, [Romans 10:15]  (2)  To proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord [the year of His favor] and the day of vengeance of our God, to comfort all who mourn, [Matthew 11:2-6; Luke 4:18, 19; 7:22]  (3)  To grant [consolation and joy] to those who mourn in Zion--to give them an ornament (a garland or diadem) of beauty instead of ashes, the oil of joy instead of mourning, the garment [expressive] of praise instead of a heavy, burdened, and failing spirit--that they may be called oaks of righteousness [lofty, strong, and magnificent, distinguished for uprightness, justice, and right standing with God], the planting of the Lord, that He may be glorified.  (4)  And they shall rebuild the ancient ruins; they shall raise up the former desolations and renew the ruined cities, the devastations of many generations.

Revelation 4:9-11 NASB  And when the living creatures give glory and honor and thanks to Him who sits on the throne, to Him who lives forever and ever,  (10)  the twenty-four elders will fall down before Him who sits on the throne, and will worship Him who lives forever and ever, and will cast their crowns before the throne, saying,  (11)  "Worthy are You, our Lord and our God, to receive glory and honor and power; for You created all things, and because of Your will they existed, and were created."
Revelation 4:9-11 AMP  And whenever the living creatures offer glory and honor and thanksgiving to Him Who sits on the throne, Who lives forever and ever (through the eternities of the eternities), [Psalms 47:8]  (10)  The twenty-four elders (the members of the heavenly Sanhedrin) fall prostrate before Him Who is sitting on the throne, and they worship Him Who lives forever and ever; and they throw down their crowns before the throne, crying out,  (11)  Worthy are You, our Lord and God, to receive the glory and the honor and dominion, for You created all things; by Your will they were [brought into being] and were created. [Psalms 19:1]

Psalms 149:2-6 NASB  Let Israel be glad in his Maker; Let the sons of Zion rejoice in their King.  (3)  Let them praise His name with dancing; Let them sing praises to Him with timbrel and lyre.  (4)  For the LORD takes pleasure in His people; He will beautify the afflicted ones with salvation.  (5)  Let the godly ones exult in glory; Let them sing for joy on their beds.  (6)  Let the high praises of God be in their mouth, And a two-edged sword in their hand,
Psalms 149:2-6 AMP  Let Israel rejoice in Him, their Maker; let Zion's children triumph and be joyful in their King! [Zechariah 9:9; Matthew 21:5]  (3)  Let them praise His name in chorus and choir and with the [single or group] dance; let them sing praises to Him with the tambourine and lyre!  (4)  For the Lord takes pleasure in His people; He will beautify the humble with salvation and adorn the wretched with victory.  (5)  Let the saints be joyful in the glory and beauty [which God confers upon them]; let them sing for joy upon their beds.  (6)  Let the high praises of God be in their throats and a two-edged sword in their hands, [Hebrews 4:12; Revelation 1:16]

1) Ephesians 1:3-6 NASB  Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ,  (4)  just as He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we would be holy and blameless before Him. In love  (5)  He predestined us to adoption as sons through Jesus Christ to Himself, according to the kind intention of His will,  (6)  to the praise of the glory of His grace, which He freely bestowed on us in the Beloved.
Ephesians 1:3-6 AMP  May blessing (praise, laudation, and eulogy) be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ (the Messiah) Who has blessed us in Christ with every spiritual (given by the Holy Spirit) blessing in the heavenly realm!  (4)  Even as [in His love] He chose us [actually picked us out for Himself as His own] in Christ before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy (consecrated and set apart for Him) and blameless in His sight, even above reproach, before Him in love.  (5)  For He foreordained us (destined us, planned in love for us) to be adopted (revealed) as His own children through Jesus Christ, in accordance with the purpose of His will [because it pleased Him and was His kind intent]--  (6)  [So that we might be] to the praise and the commendation of His glorious grace (favor and mercy), which He so freely bestowed on us in the Beloved.

2) Genesis 6:5-6 NASB  Then the LORD saw that the wickedness of man was great on the earth, and that every intent of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually.  (6)  The LORD was sorry that He had made man on the earth, and He was grieved in His heart.
Genesis 6:5-6 AMP  The Lord saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every imagination and intention of all human thinking was only evil continually.  (6)  And the Lord regretted that He had made man on the earth, and He was grieved at heart.

2) Exodus 20:4-6 NASB  "You shall not make for yourself an idol, or any likeness of what is in heaven above or on the earth beneath or in the water under the earth.  (5)  "You shall not worship them or serve them; for I, the LORD your God, am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers on the children, on the third and the fourth generations of those who hate Me,  (6)  but showing lovingkindness to thousands, to those who love Me and keep My commandments.
Exodus 20:4-6 AMP  You shall not make yourself any graven image [to worship it] or any likeness of anything that is in the heavens above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth;  (5)  You shall not bow down yourself to them or serve them; for I the Lord your God am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children to the third and fourth generation of those who hate Me, [Isaiah 42:8; 48:11]  (6)  But showing mercy and steadfast love to a thousand generations of those who love Me and keep My commandments.

2) Deuteronomy 32:35-36 NASB  (35)  'Vengeance is Mine, and retribution, In due time their foot will slip; For the day of their calamity is near, And the impending things are hastening upon them.'  (36)  "For the LORD will vindicate His people, And will have compassion on His servants, When He sees that their strength is gone, And there is none remaining, bond or free.
Deuteronomy 32:35-36 AMP  (35)  Vengeance is Mine, and recompense, in the time when their foot shall slide; for the day of their disaster is at hand and their doom comes speedily.  (36)  For the Lord will revoke sentence for His people and relent for His servants' sake when He sees that their power is gone and none remains, whether bond or free.

2) Judges 2:19-20 NASB  But it came about when the judge died, that they would turn back and act more corruptly than their fathers, in following other gods to serve them and bow down to them; they did not abandon their practices or their stubborn ways.  (20)  So the anger of the LORD burned against Israel, and He said, "Because this nation has transgressed My covenant which I commanded their fathers and has not listened to My voice,
Judges 2:19-20 AMP  But when the judge was dead, they turned back and corrupted themselves more than their fathers, following and serving other gods, and bowing down to them. They did not cease from their practices or their stubborn way.  (20)  So the anger of the Lord was kindled against Israel; and He said, Because this people have transgressed My covenant which I commanded their fathers and have not listened to My voice,

2) 1 Kings 10:8-9 NASB  "How blessed are your men, how blessed are these your servants who stand before you continually and hear your wisdom.  (9)  "Blessed be the LORD your God who delighted in you to set you on the throne of Israel; because the LORD loved Israel forever, therefore He made you king, to do justice and righteousness."
1 Kings 10:8-9 AMP  Happy are your men! Happy are these your servants who stand continually before you, hearing your wisdom!  (9)  Blessed be the Lord your God, Who delighted in you and set you on the throne of Israel! Because the Lord loved Israel forever, He made you king to execute justice and righteousness.

2) 1 Chronicles 16:25-28 NASB  (25)  For great is the LORD, and greatly to be praised; He also is to be feared above all gods.  (26)  For all the gods of the peoples are idols, But the LORD made the heavens.  (27)  Splendor and majesty are before Him, Strength and joy are in His place.  (28)  Ascribe to the LORD, O families of the peoples, Ascribe to the LORD glory and strength.
1 Chronicles 16:25-28 AMP  (25)  For great is the Lord and greatly to be praised; He also is to be [reverently] feared above all so-called gods.  (26)  For all the gods of the people are [lifeless] idols, but the Lord made the heavens.  (27)  Honor and majesty are [found] in His presence; strength and joy are [found] in His sanctuary.  (28)  Ascribe to the Lord, you families of the peoples, ascribe to the Lord glory and strength,

2) Psalms 2:2-4 NASB  The kings of the earth take their stand And the rulers take counsel together Against the LORD and against His Anointed, saying,  (3)  "Let us tear their fetters apart And cast away their cords from us!"  (4)  He who sits in the heavens laughs, The Lord scoffs at them.
Psalms 2:2-4 AMP  The kings of the earth take their places; the rulers take counsel together against the Lord and His Anointed One (the Messiah, the Christ). They say, [Acts 4:25-27]  (3)  Let us break Their bands [of restraint] asunder and cast Their cords [of control] from us.  (4)  He Who sits in the heavens laughs; the Lord has them in derision [and in supreme contempt He mocks them].

2) Psalms 5:4-6 NASB  For You are not a God who takes pleasure in wickedness; No evil dwells with You.  (5)  The boastful shall not stand before Your eyes; You hate all who do iniquity.  (6)  You destroy those who speak falsehood; The LORD abhors the man of bloodshed and deceit.
Psalms 5:4-6 AMP  For You are not a God Who takes pleasure in wickedness; neither will the evil [man] so much as dwell [temporarily] with You.  (5)  Boasters can have no standing in Your sight; You abhor all evildoers.  (6)  You will destroy those who speak lies; the Lord abhors [and rejects] the bloodthirsty and deceitful man.

2) Psalms 18:18-20 NASB  They confronted me in the day of my calamity, But the LORD was my stay.  (19)  He brought me forth also into a broad place; He rescued me, because He delighted in me.  (20)  The LORD has rewarded me according to my righteousness; According to the cleanness of my hands He has recompensed me.
Psalms 18:18-20 AMP  They confronted and came upon me in the day of my calamity, but the Lord was my stay and support.  (19)  He brought me forth also into a large place; He was delivering me because He was pleased with me and delighted in me.  (20)  The Lord rewarded me according to my righteousness (my conscious integrity and sincerity with Him); according to the cleanness of my hands has He recompensed me.

2) Psalms 35:27 NASB  Let them shout for joy and rejoice, who favor my vindication; And let them say continually, "The LORD be magnified, Who delights in the prosperity of His servant."
Psalms 35:27 AMP  Let those who favor my righteous cause and have pleasure in my uprightness shout for joy and be glad and say continually, Let the Lord be magnified, Who takes pleasure in the prosperity of His servant.

2) Psalms 37:22-23 NASB  For those blessed by Him will inherit the land, But those cursed by Him will be cut off.  (23)  The steps of a man are established by the LORD, And He delights in his way.
Psalms 37:22-23 AMP  For such as are blessed of God shall [in the end] inherit the earth, but they that are cursed of Him shall be cut off. [Isaiah 57:13c]  (23)  The steps of a [good] man are directed and established by the Lord when He delights in his way [and He busies Himself with his every step].

2) Psalms 103:12-14 NASB  As far as the east is from the west, So far has He removed our transgressions from us.  (13)  Just as a father has compassion on his children, So the LORD has compassion on those who fear Him.  (14)  For He Himself knows our frame; He is mindful that we are but dust.
Psalms 103:12-14 AMP  As far as the east is from the west, so far has He removed our transgressions from us.  (13)  As a father loves and pities his children, so the Lord loves and pities those who fear Him [with reverence, worship, and awe].  (14)  For He knows our frame, He [earnestly] remembers and imprints [on His heart] that we are dust.

2) Psalms 104:31-33 NASB  Let the glory of the LORD endure forever; Let the LORD be glad in His works;  (32)  He looks at the earth, and it trembles; He touches the mountains, and they smoke.  (33)  I will sing to the LORD as long as I live; I will sing praise to my God while I have my being.
Psalms 104:31-33 AMP  May the glory of the Lord endure forever; may the Lord rejoice in His works--  (32)  Who looks on the earth, and it quakes and trembles, Who touches the mountains, and they smoke!  (33)  I will sing to the Lord as long as I live; I will sing praise to my God while I have any being.

2) Ezekiel 5:12-14 NASB  'One third of you will die by plague or be consumed by famine among you, one third will fall by the sword around you, and one third I will scatter to every wind, and I will unsheathe a sword behind them.  (13)  'Thus My anger will be spent and I will satisfy My wrath on them, and I will be appeased; then they will know that I, the LORD, have spoken in My zeal when I have spent My wrath upon them.  (14)  'Moreover, I will make you a desolation and a reproach among the nations which surround you, in the sight of all who pass by.
Ezekiel 5:12-14 AMP  And a third of you shall die of pestilence and be consumed by famine in the midst of you; a third shall fall by the sword round about you; and I will scatter a third to all the winds and will draw out a sword after them.  (13)  Thus shall My anger be spent and I will cause My wrath toward them to rest and I will be eased and comforted. And they shall know, understand, and realize that I the Lord have spoken in My zeal, when I have accomplished My wrath upon them. [Ezekiel 36:6; 38:19]  (14)  Moreover, I will make you a desolation and a reproach among the nations that are round about you and in the sight of all who pass by. [Leviticus 26:31, 32; Nehemiah 2:17]

2) 1 John 4:15-17 NASB  Whoever confesses that Jesus is the Son of God, God abides in him, and he in God.  (16)  We have come to know and have believed the love which God has for us. God is love, and the one who abides in love abides in God, and God abides in him.  (17)  By this, love is perfected with us, so that we may have confidence in the day of judgment; because as He is, so also are we in this world.
1 John 4:15-17 AMP  Anyone who confesses (acknowledges, owns) that Jesus is the Son of God, God abides (lives, makes His home) in him and he [abides, lives, makes his home] in God.  (16)  And we know (understand, recognize, are conscious of, by observation and by experience) and believe (adhere to and put faith in and rely on) the love God cherishes for us. God is love, and he who dwells and continues in love dwells and continues in God, and God dwells and continues in him.  (17)  In this [union and communion with Him] love is brought to completion and attains perfection with us, that we may have confidence for the day of judgment [with assurance and boldness to face Him], because as He is, so are we in this world.

3) Psalms 147:10-12 NASB  He does not delight in the strength of the horse; He does not take pleasure in the legs of a man.  (11)  The LORD favors those who fear Him, Those who wait for His lovingkindness.  (12)  Praise the LORD, O Jerusalem! Praise your God, O Zion!
Psalms 147:10-12 AMP  He delights not in the strength of the horse, nor does He take pleasure in the legs of a man.  (11)  The Lord takes pleasure in those who reverently and worshipfully fear Him, in those who hope in His mercy and loving-kindness. [Psalms 145:20]  (12)  Praise the Lord, O Jerusalem! Praise your God, O Zion!

4) John 4:21-24 NASB  Jesus *said to her, "Woman, believe Me, an hour is coming when neither in this mountain nor in Jerusalem will you worship the Father.  (22)  "You worship what you do not know; we worship what we know, for salvation is from the Jews.  (23)  "But an hour is coming, and now is, when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth; for such people the Father seeks to be His worshipers.  (24)  "God is spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth."
John 4:21-24 AMP  Jesus said to her, Woman, believe Me, a time is coming when you will worship the Father neither [merely] in this mountain nor [merely] in Jerusalem.  (22)  You [Samaritans] do not know what you are worshiping [you worship what you do not comprehend]. We do know what we are worshiping [we worship what we have knowledge of and understand], for [after all] salvation comes from [among] the Jews.  (23)  A time will come, however, indeed it is already here, when the true (genuine) worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and in truth (reality); for the Father is seeking just such people as these as His worshipers.  (24)  God is a Spirit (a spiritual Being) and those who worship Him must worship Him in spirit and in truth (reality).

Genesis 4:20-21 NASB  Adah gave birth to Jabal; he was the father of those who dwell in tents and have livestock.  (21)  His brother's name was Jubal; he was the father of all those who play the lyre and pipe.
Genesis 4:20-21 AMP  Adah bore Jabal; he was the father of those who dwell in tents and have cattle and purchase possessions.  (21)  His brother's name was Jubal; he was the father of all those who play the lyre and pipe.

5) Isaiah 29:11-14 NASB  The entire vision will be to you like the words of a sealed book, which when they give it to the one who is literate, saying, "Please read this," he will say, "I cannot, for it is sealed."  (12)  Then the book will be given to the one who is illiterate, saying, "Please read this." And he will say, "I cannot read."  (13)  Then the Lord said, "Because this people draw near with their words And honor Me with their lip service, But they remove their hearts far from Me, And their reverence for Me consists of tradition learned by rote,  (14)  Therefore behold, I will once again deal marvelously with this people, wondrously marvelous; And the wisdom of their wise men will perish, And the discernment of their discerning men will be concealed."
Isaiah 29:11-14 AMP  And the vision of all this has become for you like the words of a book that is sealed. When men give it to one who can read, saying, Read this, I pray you, he says, I cannot, for it is sealed.  (12)  And when the book is given to him who is not learned, saying, Read this, I pray you, he says, I cannot read.  (13)  And the Lord said, Forasmuch as this people draw near Me with their mouth and honor Me with their lips but remove their hearts and minds far from Me, and their fear and reverence for Me are a commandment of men that is learned by repetition [without any thought as to the meaning],  (14)  Therefore, behold! I will again do marvelous things with this people, marvelous and astonishing things; and the wisdom of their wise men will perish, and the understanding of their discerning men will vanish or be hidden.

6) Psalms 105:3-5 NASB  Glory in His holy name; Let the heart of those who seek the LORD be glad.  (4)  Seek the LORD and His strength; Seek His face continually.  (5)  Remember His wonders which He has done, His marvels and the judgments uttered by His mouth,
Psalms 105:3-5 AMP  Glory in His holy name; let the hearts of those rejoice who seek and require the Lord [as their indispensable necessity].  (4)  Seek, inquire of and for the Lord, and crave Him and His strength (His might and inflexibility to temptation); seek and require His face and His presence [continually] evermore.  (5)  [Earnestly] remember the marvelous deeds that He has done, His miracles and wonders, the judgments and sentences which He pronounced [upon His enemies, as in Egypt]. [Psalms 78:43-51]

7) Psalms 113:2-4 NASB  Blessed be the name of the LORD From this time forth and forever.  (3)  From the rising of the sun to its setting The name of the LORD is to be praised.  (4)  The LORD is high above all nations; His glory is above the heavens.
Psalms 113:2-4 AMP  Blessed be the name of the Lord from this time forth and forever  (3)  From the rising of the sun to the going down of it and from east to west, the name of the Lord is to be praised!  (4)  The Lord is high above all nations, and His glory above the heavens!

8) Psalms 119:147-148 NASB  (147)  I rise before dawn and cry for help; I wait for Your words.  (148)  My eyes anticipate the night watches, That I may meditate on Your word.
Psalms 119:147-148 AMP  I anticipated the dawning of the morning and cried [in childlike prayer]; I hoped in Your word.  (148)  My eyes anticipate the night watches and I am awake before the cry of the watchman, that I may meditate on Your word.

8) Psalms 5:3-4 NASB  In the morning, O LORD, You will hear my voice; In the morning I will order my prayer to You and eagerly watch.  (4)  For You are not a God who takes pleasure in wickedness; No evil dwells with You.
Psalms 5:3-4 AMP  In the morning You hear my voice, O Lord; in the morning I prepare [a prayer, a sacrifice] for You and watch and wait [for You to speak to my heart].  (4)  For You are not a God Who takes pleasure in wickedness; neither will the evil [man] so much as dwell [temporarily] with You.

8) Psalms 63:5-7 NASB  My soul is satisfied as with marrow and fatness, And my mouth offers praises with joyful lips.  (6)  When I remember You on my bed, I meditate on You in the night watches,  (7)  For You have been my help, And in the shadow of Your wings I sing for joy.
Psalms 63:5-7 AMP  My whole being shall be satisfied as with marrow and fatness; and my mouth shall praise You with joyful lips  (6)  When I remember You upon my bed and meditate on You in the night watches.  (7)  For You have been my help, and in the shadow of Your wings will I rejoice.

8) Psalms 119:61-63 NASB  The cords of the wicked have encircled me, But I have not forgotten Your law.  (62)  At midnight I shall rise to give thanks to You Because of Your righteous ordinances.  (63)  I am a companion of all those who fear You, And of those who keep Your precepts.
Psalms 119:61-63 AMP  Though the cords of the wicked have enclosed and ensnared me, I have not forgotten Your law.  (62)  At midnight I will rise to give thanks to You because of Your righteous ordinances.  (63)  I am a companion of all those who fear, revere, and worship You, and of those who observe and give heed to Your precepts.

9) Psalms 34:1 NASB I will bless the LORD at all times; His praise shall continually be in my mouth.
Psalms 34:1 AMP  I will bless the Lord at all times; His praise shall continually be in my mouth.

10) 1 Corinthians 10:27-33 NASB  (27)  If one of the unbelievers invites you and you want to go, eat anything that is set before you without asking questions for conscience' sake.  (28)  But if anyone says to you, "This is meat sacrificed to idols," do not eat it, for the sake of the one who informed you, and for conscience' sake;  (29)  I mean not your own conscience, but the other man's; for why is my freedom judged by another's conscience?  (30)  If I partake with thankfulness, why am I slandered concerning that for which I give thanks?  (31)  Whether, then, you eat or drink or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God.  (32)  Give no offense either to Jews or to Greeks or to the church of God;  (33)  just as I also please all men in all things, not seeking my own profit but the profit of the many, so that they may be saved.
1 Corinthians 10:27-33 AMP  (27)  In case one of the unbelievers invites you to a meal and you want to go, eat whatever is served to you without examining into its source because of conscientious scruples.  (28)  But if someone tells you, This has been offered in sacrifice to an idol, do not eat it, out of consideration for the person who informed you, and for conscience's sake--  (29)  I mean for the sake of his conscience, not yours, [do not eat it]. For why should another man's scruples apply to me and my liberty of action be determined by his conscience?  (30)  If I partake [of my food] with thankfulness, why am I accused and spoken evil of because of that for which I give thanks?  (31)  So then, whether you eat or drink, or whatever you may do, do all for the honor and glory of God.  (32)  Do not let yourselves be [hindrances by giving] an offense to the Jews or to the Greeks or to the church of God [do not lead others into sin by your mode of life];  (33)  Just as I myself strive to please [to accommodate myself to the opinions, desires, and interests of others, adapting myself to] all men in everything I do, not aiming at or considering my own profit and advantage, but that of the many in order that they may be saved.

11) Colossians 3:23-24 NASB  (23)  Whatever you do, do your work heartily, as for the Lord rather than for men,  (24)  knowing that from the Lord you will receive the reward of the inheritance. It is the Lord Christ whom you serve.
Colossians 3:23-24 AMP  Whatever may be your task, work at it heartily (from the soul), as [something done] for the Lord and not for men,  (24)  Knowing [with all certainty] that it is from the Lord [and not from men] that you will receive the inheritance which is your [real] reward. [The One Whom] you are actually serving [is] the Lord Christ (the Messiah).

12) Romans 11:34-36 NASB  For WHO HAS KNOWN THE MIND OF THE LORD, OR WHO BECAME HIS COUNSELOR?  (35)  Or WHO HAS FIRST GIVEN TO HIM THAT IT MIGHT BE PAID BACK TO HIM AGAIN?  (36)  For from Him and through Him and to Him are all things. To Him be the glory forever. Amen.

Romans 12:1-2 NASB  Therefore I urge you, brethren, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies a living and holy sacrifice, acceptable to God, which is your spiritual service of worship.  (2)  And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, so that you may prove what the will of God is, that which is good and acceptable and perfect.
Romans 11:34-36 AMP  For who has known the mind of the Lord and who has understood His thoughts, or who has [ever] been His counselor? [Isaiah 40:13-14]  (35)  Or who has first given God anything that he might be paid back or that he could claim a recompense?  (36)  For from Him and through Him and to Him are all things. [For all things originate with Him and come from Him; all things live through Him, and all things center in and tend to consummate and to end in Him] To Him be glory forever! Amen (so be it).

Romans 12:1-2 AMP  I appeal to you therefore, brethren, and beg of you in view of [all] the mercies of God, to make a decisive dedication of your bodies [presenting all your members and faculties] as a living sacrifice, holy (devoted, consecrated) and well pleasing to God, which is your reasonable (rational, intelligent) service and spiritual worship.  (2)  Do not be conformed to this world (this age), [fashioned after and adapted to its external, superficial customs], but be transformed (changed) by the [entire] renewal of your mind [by its new ideals and its new attitude], so that you may prove [for yourselves] what is the good and acceptable and perfect will of God, even the thing which is good and acceptable and perfect [in His sight for you].
